Already we are turning the calendar to February. | guess the
way to look at it is to say that — with January’s passing — we
are 31 days closer to Spring!

With February’s arrival we are now 24 days away from the
start of Lent. Ash Wednesday this year is February 25", We
will have a full schedule this year as last:

Now might be a good time to recall the 3 great Lenten
disciplines: PRAYER, FASTING, AND ALMSGIVING. Would
it be appropriate to have a family meeting to brainstorm
around those ideas and to ask some questions? “How is our
life going to be different between February 25 and April 12 by
living one or all of those 3 things?” “What meaning do those
actions or sacrifices have for me? our family? our parish?”
“What do | need to learn more about before I/we choose how
to mark the season of Lent?” | think that's a better starting
point than the simple, “Whaddya givin’ up for Lent?

Speaking of Catholic practices, you're welcome to come for
the Blessing of Throats on St. Blaise Day this Tuesday
(February 3). We will bless throats at the 9AM Mass, at
4:15PM (both in the lower church), and at 6:45PM in the
Parish Hall.

The word Lent comes from the Old English and means
‘Spring’. Let's hope that whatever the thermometer may read
Lent will fill our souls with new life.
