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� �   My constant encouragement to seek out the 
Sacrament of Penance during the season and the regulations 
of the archdiocese around fast and abstinence. 
 
FAST DAYS – All Catholics 18-59 years of age inclusive are 
required to abstain from meat and to fast on Ash Wednesday 
and Good Friday.  One meal may be taken.  Two other meals 
– the combination of which should not equal the main meal – 
may be taken to maintain strength.  Water may be taken at 
any hour. 
 
FRIDAY ABSTINANCE FROM MEAT – All Catholics 14 and 
older are to abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday, Good 
Friday, and all the Fridays of Lent. 
 

� � � � �� � �� � � � � � � � �   The three great Lenten disciplines 
given to us by Christ himself: PRAYER, FASTING, and 
ALMSGIVING (giving to those less fortunate).  The gospel on 
Ash Wednesday commends these practices to us and each 
year we use them to help us unite ourselves to Christ and 
rededicate ourselves to living our Catholic Faith.  Maybe we – 
as individuals or as a family – can focus on one or the other.
