RCIA 
What are the Scrutinies?  These Rites are celebrated to 
help deliver the “Elect” (Vera and Timmy) from the power of 
sin, to protect them against temptation, and to give them 
strength in Christ, who is the Way, the Truth, and the Life 
(RCIA 141).  The Rites of Scrutiny are meant to uncover, 
and then heal, all that is weak, defective, or sinful in the 
elects’ hearts and to bring out through repentance all that is 
upright, strong and good. 
Three scrutinies are celebrated in the parish community on 
the 3rd, 4th, and 5th Sundays of Lent, after the homily.  The 
Scripture readings for the Scrutinies ordinarily come from 
Cycle A of the Lectionary.  The Gospel story of the healing 
of the man born blind is being proclaimed for the 2nd 
Scrutiny this Sunday at the 10AM Mass.  The celebrations 
of the Scrutinies also remind the whole parish community of 
the need to reflect on their own sins and the need for God’s 
help.
