We will move 
through this week with Him, joining Him at the Last Supper, 
standing with our patron – St. John – before the Cross, and 
welcoming Him as He comes forth from the tomb at Easter. 
 
Holy Thursday Mass and the Good Friday Service will be on 
those respective evenings at 7:30.  The Vigil in the Night of 
Easter is Saturday at 8:30 (Reminder: NO 5PM NEXT
