From the
Pastor's Desk

My brothers and sisters,

I’'m always intrigued at the things people will choose to
bring to my attention, challenge me on, or seek my
perspective. (I’'m often more amazed at what people
will not bring up!)

One subject that has come up a lot recently is the noise
and activity of young children at Mass. Folks generally
seem amazed that it doesn’t bother me or that | seem
not to notice. It doesn’t. | don’t, for the most part.
Mass is, essentially, a big grown-up affair. It’s not well
suited to the attention span of young children. | would
expect that an hour to them feels like an eternity. So |
expect fidgeting, fussing, whining, crying, agitation,
bumping stuff, dropping things, and several “Can we go
now?”’s to be part of any Mass with young children
present.

| admire the creativity and patience of so many parents
who are able to manage the energy and desire to be
active in their toddlers and youngsters. It's beautiful,
and well worth enduring a little “fussiness” from time
to time to have them in our midst. I’'m delighted at
how many young families come to Mass here.

The only concern | have relative to noise is that a full-
scale, prolonged “meltdown” may truly distract the
prayers of your neighbor and that a little “time-out” out
back or even outdoors may be the charitable thing.

The other subject that has come up often is restroom
visits for little ones. This is an area of concern to me.
It's not because of the traffic created in the church
(although now that the warm weather is coming, you
may want to consider the “outdoor route”). The
concern expressed to me (and shared by me) is the
safety issue. That is a trip that should always be made
with adult supervision. The potential for accident,
innocent distraction, “wandering off’, and the personal
nature of that activity all combine to recommend that
every bathroom trip be an accompanied and supervised
one.

Our children are our future and an important part of
our present. We rejoice in their presence and commit
ourselves to helping them grow in faith, hope, and love.
