My brothers & sisters, 
 
The Elevator Boys were recently quizzed (“Again!” they would 
probably say) on the Liturgical Calendar.  This week may be 
a good time for all of us to see where we are in the Church 
year: 
 

1. The liturgical year is based on the life of     . 

2. Therefore, the year begins with the season by which 
we prepare for His coming; the Season of    . 

3. The most ancient season, known from antiquity as 
“The Great 50 Days” is the       Season. 

4. (a freebie) The center point, and holiest time of the 
year is the three-day moment known as the Sacred 
Triduum (Holy Thursday, Good Friday, Holy 
Saturday, Easter Sunday). 

5. We prepare to celebrate Christ’s death and 
resurrection with a 40-day Season known as   . 

6. Outside the special moments/seasons are 34 weeks 
known as            . 

7. The liturgical year is based on the life of     . 
 
How’d you do?  (If you missed #’s 1 & 7 we’re going to send 
you back to CCD.)  Where we are right now is moving from 
#3 into #6.  Last Sunday, Pentecost – the 50th Day – ended  
our observance of the Resurrection and Ascension of Jesus 
and recalled His sending of the Holy Spirit upon the Church.  
We now resume our counted weeks by entering the Ninth 
Week of the thirty-four Weeks of the Year.  While this Sunday 
and next are “trumped” by two feasts (Trinity Sunday this 
week, and Corpus Christi next) we basically pick up where we 
left off at Ash Wednesday and continue to follow Jesus as His 
public ministry unfolds.  This year (Year B of an A, B, C cycle) 
we do so following the Gospel According to Mark. 
 
St. Mark’s is the earliest and shortest gospel account.  In fact, 
there isn’t enough of it to make it through the year so, this 
Summer, after St. Mark tells us of the multiplication of the 
loaves we will turn to St. John and hear the great “Bread of 
Life” discourse from Chapter 6 to help fill out our year. 
 
Many people approach Deacon Mike, Marie, and me (now Fr. 
Carey too) wanting to “renew their faith” or seeking “more 
meaning from their religious practice”.  Often this takes place 
during Lent.  While that’s OK – indeed preferable – I would 
recommend the Summer as well for that activity.  With our 
more laid-back schedules and the help of the Internet in 
particular it’s a great time to discover/rediscover our faith and 
spirituality.  See if even a small amount of background 
reading on Mark’s Gospel doesn’t help the Sunday readings 
come alive.  A good place to start is the Introduction to Mark 
from the New American Bible available also at the U.S. 
Bishops’ website: www.usccb.org.  Click on BIBLE.  That’s a 
start.  Where else might we grow in faith and love during the 
Summer?
