My brothers and sisters, 
 
Three bits of news from the diocesan front: 
 
NEW HEADQUARTERS: The Archdiocese of Boston has 
moved its administrative and coordinating offices to a new 
location: 66 Brooks Drive – Braintree, MA 02184.  This move 
by Cardinal O’Malley has been made to free up the sale of 
the Brighton property to Boston College and will allow the 
archdiocese to move into its 3rd century more efficiently and 
better positioned to serve the needs of today’s Church.  No 
longer called “the Chancery”, Cardinal O’Malley, Fr. Richard 
Erickson (Vicar General/COO), and Mr. James ‘Jim’ 
McDonough (Chancellor/CFO) have designated the new 
location the Pastoral Center of the Archdiocese of Boston. 

The unifying principle in the décor of the new office building is 
that the walls are adorned with pictures of the 294 churches 
that make up the archdiocese.  I was told that the picture of 
St. John’s, Hopkinton is prominently displayed and served as 
a sort of model for the rest of the pictures.  My response: 
“But, of course!” 
 
BIECNTENNIAL UPDATE : Under the heading of SAVE THE 
DATES – Founded in 1808, the (arch-)diocese of Boston 
celebrates 200 years as a local church Together in Christ .  
Composed of 1.8 million Catholics today, we have a lot to 
celebrate!  There will be a huge convocation/celebration at 
the Boston Convention Center on Sunday November 23. 

Cardinal O’Malley and his team in planning the observance of 
this historic moment felt that smaller, more local celebrations 
should also be held.  The cardinal directed each of the 
Regional Bishops to arrange a celebration of the bicentennial 
in each region.  Bishop Walter Edyvean (a great friend of St. 
John’s) has announced the date for the West Region 
celebration. 

On Sunday September 14 at 2PM  all are invited to gather at 
St. Mary Parish in Waltham .  Founded in 1839, St. Mary’s is 
the oldest parish in what is now the West Region and is one 
of the most beautiful churches we have.  The celebration that 
day will not include Mass but, instead, a Liturgy of the Word, 
Eucharistic Procession, Benediction, and some time for a 
social and refreshments.  More to follow. 
 
THE CATHOLIC APPEAL : We are progressing toward our 
goal, as the bulletin updates have noted.  I am excited about 
and grateful for your response so far.  We are trying to alter 
the timeline of the Appeal.  Next year there will be an earlier 
start (Feb/Mar) and the hope is to complete the Appeal by the 
end of the fiscal year (June 30).  If you have not yet had the 
chance to make an offering please seriously consider helping 
St. John’s reach our goal.  I think we can get there by the end 
of the month.  Packets relative to the Appeal are in the rear of 
the Church.  It’s a simple “take home, mail in” process.  Many 
thanks to those who have given.
