Father Henault to Celebrate

10AM Mass THIS weekend

This Sunday Fr. John Henault will celebrate the 10AM Mass.
As you know, Fr. Henault is an American Oblate Missionary
priest originally from Sutton, Massachusetts who has been
working in Haiti for 45 years, and for the last 21 he has lived
on lle a Vache (“Cow Island”) off Haiti’s southern coast. He
is currently pastor of Notre Dame de la Mer parish,
comprised of lle a Vache and several smaller islands off of
Haiti's southern coast. Fr. Henault is the pastor for whom St.
John’s parishioners purchased a motorbike in 2005, sent
$3500 to purchase gutters for the roofs of approximately
100 small houses in 2007 (to provide potable water for 100
families living in remote areas of his parish community) and
contributed toward teacher salaries in 2008. And we
most recently sent monetary help to provide relief to the
people of his parish community whose lives were severely
disrupted by 4 hurricanes and tropical storms that hit Haiti
last Fall. Today in the vestibule are photographs of some of
Fr. Henault's projects (new and old), new gutters received,
new altar (in the shape of a boat) at Notre Dame de la Mer, a
drill for water and his home made life preservers. Haiti is a
country plagued with political instability, chronic poverty and
environmental degradation making it the poorest country in
our hemisphere. Please show our appreciation and
gratitude for the life-long contributions of this priest in helping
the poorest of the poor.
