Greetings, my brothers and sisters 
 
I hope you all are enjoying the season of Fall.  During one of 
my morning commutes to the Pastoral Center in Braintree, I 
drove down on 85 North to the Pike and noticed the sun 
shining through the colors of leaves.  These colors reflected 
brightly on the lake.  Wow!  I thought that was so cool!  That 
certainly brightened up my morning!  Watch for these 
awakening moments of God’s grace! 
 
I want to let you know that I was away in Chicago, Illinois on 
Thursday, September 24th until Saturday 26th.  This trip was 
planned for me to meet with another Deaf priest, Father 
Michael Depcik, OSFS (Oblates of St Francis) to work on our 
presentation for the upcoming National Catholic Youth 
Conference in Kansas City, Missouri this November.  
However, with a coincidence, there was a funeral for a Deaf 
Catholic member and a Chicago native, Mary Schafer who 
lived here in Boston with her daughter, Trudy, for the past five 
years.  Mary really enjoyed living here especially that she 
loved seeing her favorite team, the Boston Red Sox won two 
World Series.  As a very faithful Catholic, she taught us, the 
Deaf Catholic Community and her family, so much about the 
Catholic faith.  In her last hours, when she battled with 
cancer, she signed the Hail Mary and the Our Father prayers.  
Her family suddenly noticed and then joined in.  Certainly, 
God’s grace can be spotted in any instant moment like that of 
the shining color leaves.  I had the privilege of proclaiming the 
Gospel on the Sermon at the Mount at Mary’s funeral in 
Chicago.  It was a great pleasure meeting her other Deaf 
Catholic community there.  I look forward to celebrating Mass 
or leading a retreat for them in the future.  They asked me if I 
was staying to celebrate Mass on Sunday, but I couldn’t as I 
was returning to Boston. 
 
As for my continued travel, I will be away on Thursday, 
October 1st until Tuesday, October 13th to return to my good 
ol’ stomping ground, California!  With much gratitude for 
support during my seminary formation, I want to give back to 
the Deaf Catholic Community of Orange County and San 
Francisco by celebrating my Mass of Thanksgiving with them.  
The Mass with the Orange County community will be on 
Sunday, October 4th and the one with San Francisco will be 
on Sunday, October 11th.  In addition, I will celebrate Mass 
with the Sisters of the Oblates of Jesus the Priest whose 
presence at St. Patrick’s Seminary of Menlo Park, CA has 
always been graceful and positive influence during my time 
there.  They work so hard preparing meals for seminarians 
and faculty and also they pray with photos of seminarians 
every day in their convent.  Indeed, their influence has helped 
my discernment journey to the priesthood.  I am really looking 
forward to doing the Mass for all these people who have 
helped me in my seminary years. 
 
I ask for your prayers for my trip, and at the same time, I will 
keep you all in my prayers as I celebrate all these Masses.
