TODAY (Sunday, October 5) St John's is collecting bikes to
send to developing countries through the Bikes-Not-Bombs
(BNB) program in Jamaica Plain. Please drop off your bikes
today from 8AM-2PM. Bikes should be left in the very back

parking lot, completely around behind the Parish Ce nter
(look for our sign) . Bikes can be of great assistance to the
people of developing countries in so many ways as they
utilize bikes as we utilize cars. Bikes provide better access
to jobs, schools, and health care; and bike materials have
been used to build pedal-powered machines. Last spring
BNB provided one free container shipment of 441 bikes to
the Global Alliance for Africa’s Vijana Center in Arusha,
Tanzania. The Vijana Center is a vocational training project
that serves up to 200 students at a time. Language courses
in English, French and Spanish are offered, as well as

computer skills, secretarial skills, welding and bikes
mechanics. 90% of the Center’s budget is derived from

the sale of used bikes assembled at the Center. And
remember a big part of what BNB does is recycling . BNB

takes the bike parts they can’t use and sends them to metal
recycling yards in Boston. For more information about the
bike collection, go to St. John’s website,
www.stjohnshopkinton.com or contact a member of the Third
World Apostolate.
