We sincerely appreciate the kindness and generosity of the 
members of St John Church in being part of our Holiday Gift 
Giving Program. As the economy worsened, we anticipated 
it’s impact on our residents. We were overwhelmed at the 
level of generosity and support we received.

Before coming to martin House, many residents had been 
repeated admitted to Connecticut’s mental health institutions 
, at  intervals lived on the streets, in abandoned buildings, in 
tents in the woods, in cars or some other substandard living 
condition. With 24 hour a day staff we provide safe, 
affordable housing, meals, crisis intervention, care 
management advocacy, referral, on-site adult education, 
recreation, budgeting assistance, employability development, 
and daily living skill development to 57 men and women. 
In addition to personal items, residents were asked to suggest 
a gift to benefit the entire community. Responses included 
birdseed, cat food, cleaning supplies, gas cards for the van 
and grocery gift certificates. Your response truly helped us 
appreciate the bonds we share within the community. 
We hope you keep Martin House in your thoughts 
throughout the coming year.
