The theme of the 2008-2009 Respect Life Progransncerely yours in Christ,
is “Hope and Trust in Life!” These words are takeom a
homily given by Our Holy Father, Pope Benedict Xdh
December 31, 2007, and they call us to turn awam ftne
culture of death and to embrace life with hope &nst. We
do this best by reverencing the sacredness ofiaibin life.

Announcing the Respect Life Sunday observance
that will be held on October 5, 2008, the Unitect&s
Conference of Catholic Bishops’ Department of
Communications said that the topics addressed gy th
Respect Life Program “reflect the diversity of (ife-
concerns...” By patrticipating in the Respect Life dtam,
we can become better informed about these vitaless
Briefly, we will look at four (4) concerns.

- Stem Cell research—Embryonic stem cell research
is the deliberate killing of human embryos. Adult '
stem cell research is proven to be effective andrit
enhance human life. It does not interfere with the
sanctity of life. There have been no gains made
from destroying embryos for scientific purposes.
End of life Issues—Currently, some states are
attempting to legalize euthanasia (mercy Kkilling).
Oregon permits medically aided suicide but, so far,
this has been rejected in other states.

Pre-natal medical technology has opened up the
possibility of abortions for impaired pre-born
children. Some scientists are considering the
possibility of “therapeutic organ harvesting” i.e.
retrieving healthy organs from them. This is not
fiction but almost reality.

Under the mantle of the sacredness of human life,
we must consider our activities to abolish the lleat
penalty and to prevent inhumane conditions in
handling of immigrants.
