The Lenten Cross: During Lent we focus on the Cross
of Jesus through which He has redeemed the world. To
our Savior’s Cross we bring our own crosses. What are
you asking God’s help with? What obstacles prevent
you from growing in God’s grace? Enclosed is a small
cross. You are asked to place your cross with its cares,
burdens and obstacles to spiritual growth and attach it to
our Lenten Cross. Please write no names. In this way
we can unite our sufferings to those of Christ and we
can offer our prayer support to our brothers and sisters
in the Parish.

Ecumenical Services: We have a wonderful Ecumeni-
cal spirit in our Community.

Saint Margaret’s is hosting the Ecumenical Service
next Sunday, March 26. There are two requests. First,
that we have a very good turn out of Saint Margaret’s
Parishioners, and second, would about 12 people be able
to bring baked goods for the collation that follows the
service? We look forward to welcoming our brothers
and sisters for other faith communities to our Church.

Observing Lent in our Catholic Tradition
Prayer: Jesus took time to pray and so must we. He
spent forty days in prayer to be strengthened in his
struggle against evil. So must we! Prayer can be as
simple as talking to God at bedtime. Formal prayers
(Our Father, Hail Mary, the Rosary, etc.) help us find
words. The Mass is the perfect prayer of Jesus: his final
prayer to the Father on Holy Thursday.

Fast: Jesus fasted in the desert to deepen his depend-
ence on God and to become less dependent on pleasures.
We depend a lot on things we like to make us happy.
Fasting helps us to become more dependent on God and
to hunger for his Word more than for bread. Catholics
(those from 18 years to 60 years of age) are bound to the
obligation of fasting. Ash Wednesday and Good Friday
are fast days. On these days, only one full meal is al-
lowed. Two other meatless meals, sufficient to maintain
strength, may be taken according to each one’s needs,
but together they should not equal another full meal.
Eating between meals is not permitted, but liquids, in-
cluding milk and fruit juices are allowed. Catholics
(beginning at age 14) are called to abstinence on Ash
Wednesday and the Fridays of Lent. On these days,
meat may not be used at all.

Almsgiving: Jesus always reached out to those in need.
He praised the widow who gave her all in the temple.
We need to become less attached to money and goods
and more generous with those in need. Lent is time for
making sacrifices for others. Operation Rice Bowl is an
opportunity for almsgiving.

Easter Flowers: If you wish to make a contribution in
memory of a loved one toward our Easter plants and
decorations, a special envelope is available at Church
doors. Names will be in the Easter Sunday bulletin—
deadline is Palm Sunday April 9, 2006.

Community Seder: St. Margaret’s is hosting the Com-
munity Seder Supper on Sunday, April 9 at 6:00 p.m. A
Seder is a religious memorial meal that Jewish people
celebrate each year in remembrance of their deliverance
from slavery in Egypt. Members of our local Syna-
gogue will lead this service. We hope that our Parish
will be well represented. The cost of the meal is $7.00.
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The DaVinci Code: Our joint Par-
ish Adventure during this Lenten
Season will be different from past
years! On March 27, 28, 29 & 30
(Monday through Thursday) at
Blessed Sacrament Church begin-
ning at 7:00 p.m. each evening, Mr. Bernie Swain
will help us to sort out fact from fiction from the best
selling novel and soon to be released motion picture,
The DaVinci Code. We hope that you will come and
bring along friends, family members and neighbors in
what we are sure will be four very informative ses-
sions. Here are the questions the program will be
built around.

Spiritual Sacrifices

Jesus does not come to destroy the temple, but to fulfill
it (see Matthew 5:17) - to reveal its true purpose in
God's saving plan. He is the Lord the prophets said
would come - to purify the temple, banish the mer-
chants, and make it a house of prayer for all peoples (see
Zechariah 14:21; Malachi 3:1-5; Isaiah 56:7). The God
who made the heavens and the earth, who brought Israel
out of slavery, does not dwell in sanctuaries made by
human hands (see Acts 7:48; 2 Samuel 7:5). Nor does
He need offerings of oxen, sheep, or doves (see Psalm
50:7-13). Notice in today's First Reading that God did
not originally command animal sacrifices - only that
Israel heed His commandments (see Jeremiah 7:21-23;
Amos 5:25). His law was a gift of divine wisdom, as
we sing in today's Psalm. It was a law of love (see Mat-
thew 22:36-40), perfectly expressed in Christ's self-
offering on the cross (see John 15:13) This is the "sign"
Jesus offers in the Gospel today - the sign that caused
Jewish leaders to stumble, as Paul tells us in the Epistle.
Jesus' body - destroyed on the cross and raised up three
days later - is the new and true sanctuary. From the tem-
ple of His body, rivers of living water flow, the Spirit of
grace that makes each of us a temple (see 1 Corinthians
3:16), and together builds us into a dwelling place of
God (see Ephesians 2:22). In the Eucharist we partici-
pate in His offering of His body and blood. This is the
worship in Spirit and in truth that the Father desires (see
John 4:23-24). We are to offer praise as our sacrifice
(see Psalm 50:14,23). This means imitating Christ - of-
fering our bodies - all our intentions and actions in every
circumstance, for the love of God and the love of others
(see Hebrews 10:5-7; Romans 12:1; 1 Peter 2:5).
