In
order to help you give shape to the remaining time, the four
traditional forms of prayer could be valuable. They are listed
and explained below. If several minutes are devoted to each
of the four suggested areas of prayer, the time would pass very
quickly. An hour would not be long enough! Give God the
time and blessings will be received “good measure, pressed
down, shaken together, for the measure with which you meas-
ure will be measured back to you.” (Also, this guide may be
helpful as you plan your visit during the Forty Hours Devo-

tions).

Petition: Prayers of petition ask for God’s help for ourselves
and for others. Although there are formal prayers that we can
use, prayers of petition are usually as personal as “God, please
help me as I take this math test.”
called an intercession; this is when we ask God to help some-

Another type of petition is

one else, such as praying for a sick relative or for the missions
of the Church. Have you ever thought, “I prayed, but God
didn’t answer me”? It can be discouraging when we don’t get
what we want, but we have to remember that sometimes
God’s answer is “no.”

He knows what we reaﬂy need and
when things should happen.

Adoration: “Alleluia! Praise the Lord!” Whenever we speak or
sing about God’s glory, we are giving adoration — the highest
form of prayer. There is nothing we can do to repay God for
all our blessings except to praise Him as our Creator and Sav-
ior and say how pleased we are to belong to Him and want to
follow Him always. In a sense, it’s like tel]ing our mother and
father how much we truly love and admire them and want to

be like them.

Contrition: You know we all make mistakes and that it is just
good manners to apologize when we do. When we want to
make a formal apology to God, we celebrate the Sacrament of
Reconciliation (Confession). But you don’t have to wait to
tell Him you are sorry. Whenever you pray, take the time to
say a prayer of contrition and tell God you are sorry for your
sins.

Thanksgiving: Prayers of thanksgiving are just that, a way to
give the thanks to God that He deserves. Although they can
be as simple as saying, “Thank you, Lord,” these acts of grati-
tude are, sadly, the most forgotten kind of prayer. Most peo-
ple remember to say prayers of thanksgiving - grace - be-
fore we eat. But really think about how many times during
the day we should say ‘thank you’ whenever good things hap-

pen or even just for the gift of life, family and friends.

Make a Holy Hour a part of your week.

As a Catholic community in New
YhvEa® England, we should know that our beginnings as a local Church were fraught with
hardship and hostility and with enormous sacrifices. In the good old' days, here in Boston, there were laws
that were very anti-Catholic. Priests were not allowed into this colony. If a priest were to be found, he was
to be banished. If he returned, he would be executed. And each year, as people sang, "Remember, remem-
ber, the 5th of November," the pope was burned in effigy on the Boston Common. | am sure that those early
residents of the Bay State would be horrified if they had known that Pope John Paul 11 would one day come
to the Boston Common and celebrate the Eucharist there for about 400,000 people. Yes, 200 years ago, it
was not easy to be a Catholic in America. The Jesuit order had been dissolved because of political pres-
sures. The former Jesuit, Father John Carroll was appointed the first bishop of Baltimore in 1787 by Pope
Pius VI. The pope was a prisoner of Napoleon at the time and died in captivity. The conclave to elect his
successor was held at a Benedictine Monastery in Venice, since the cardinals were not safe in Rome. On
March 21, 1800, Pius VII was elected pope. Pius VII was the pope who established the dioceses of Boston,
New York, Philadelphia and Bardstown in 1808. That same year, Napoleon conquered the Papal States and
kidnapped the pope, who was prisoner for six years. In those days, the entire Catholic population of the dio-
cese would not have filled this church. There were about 1,000 Catholics and two priests. NOW: The
Eucharist gathers us, as Christ's family, to be united in the teachings of the Apostles, in fellowship and in
prayer, and in the breaking of the bread, sharing what we have so that no one will be hungry. Not materially
hungry, not spiritually hungry. The urgency of the Gospel today bids us, "Gather faithfully each week, as a
worshiping community." The stakes are high; it is a matter of life and death. The branches need the vine.
We need to be nourished by Christ's words and by his sacrament. And we need to be nourished by the pres-
ence of the brothers and sisters of the household of the faith, the body of Christ, the Church. My brothers
and sisters, as we journey together in Christ, let us put a candle in the window. A candle that says,
"Welcome, welcome, welcome.™ A candle that says, "The Eucharist is to die for." (excerpts from Cardinal

Building His House By Dr. Scott Hahn

ST. PAUL CENTER By His death, Resurrection and Ascension, Jesus has gone ahead
FOR BIBLICAL THEOLOGY t0o prepare a place for us in His Father's house. His Father's
house is no longer a temple made by human hands. It is the spiri-
tual house of the Church, built on the living stone of Christ's body. As Peter interprets the Scriptures in to-
day's Epistle, Jesus is the "stone" destined to be rejected by men but made the precious cornerstone of God's
dwelling on earth (see Psalm 118:22; Isaiah 8:14; 28:16). Each of us is called to be a living stone in God's
building (see 1 Corinthians 3:9,16). In this edifice of the Spirit, we are to be "holy priests" offering up
"spiritual sacrifices" - all our prayer, work and intentions - to God. This is our lofty calling as Christians.
This is why Christ led us out of the darkness of sin and death as Moses led the Israelites from bondage in
Egypt. God's covenant with Israel made them a royal and priestly people who were to announce His praises
(see Exodus 19:6). By our faith in Christ's new covenant, we have been made heirs of this chosen race,
called to glorify the Father in the temple of our bodies (see 1 Corinthians 6:19-20; Romans 12:1). In to-
day's First Reading, we see the spiritual house of the Church being built up, as the Apostles consecrate
seven deacons so they can devote themselves more fully to the "ministry of the Word." The Lord's Word is
upright and all His works trustworthy, we sing in today's Psalm. So we can trust Jesus when He tells us
never to be troubled, but to believe that His Word and works come from the Father. His Word continues its
work in the world through the Church. We see its beginnings today in Jerusalem. It is destined to spread
with influence and power (see Acts 19:20), and to become the imperishable seed by which every heart is
