Catholic guidelines demand that the remains of cremated bodies be treated with the same respect given
normally to a human body. This includes how they are cared for after death and their final resting place. Cre-
mated remains should be buried in a mausoleum or columbarium (a structure designed for cremation urns,

which many cemeteries provide today) or in a cemetery grave. Some have preferred to scatter remains at
sea or on the ground from air or keep them in
the remains in lockets to be worn by family or friends. None of these are the reverent disposition the church
requires.
