How do you view disabilities? Like Patrick Henry Hughes, do you view them as a gift?
Is it possible to understand that in some aspects of our lives, we all have areas that could be
deemed a disability? We may be blind to the needs of others, deaf to the sounds of praise from a
friend, unable to express gratitude for the many gifts we receive on a daily basis. In today's reading
from Mark, Jesus is presented with a blind man with a speech impediment. Pulling him out of the
crowd to a solitary place, the man is healed through Jesus' touch.

Jesus' decision to lead the man away into solitude in order to heal him stresses the
importance of praying without distraction. According to the Catechism of the Catholic Church, Jesus
always responds to a prayer offered in faith, whether healing infirmities or forgiving sins (CCC
2616). It is often difficult to listen to the wonders of God or speak to him when we are surrounded
by the clamor of the world around us. We are healed by the loving touch of Jesus when we allow
ourselves and our hearts to listen, see, and feel only him.
