Registration forms are located at the main entrance of the Church, or you may contact the parish 

office.   

 

Baptisms 

Parent(s) MUST be a registered, active member of St. Anne’s Parish.  At least one parent must  

attend a Baptism class. At least one of the Godparents must be an active Catholic, and supply a  

letter from their Pastor giving them permission to be a Godparent. This letter must be an original 

copy with parish seal, and turned in to the parish office before a Baptism can be scheduled.          

Parents may attend the class prior to the birth of their child. 

 

Religion Classes 

CCD - Kindergarten through 8th grade.  First Communion - 2nd grade.   Confirmation - 9th  

grade. RCIA - (Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults)  For those adults inquiring about the Catholic 

faith and practice, or for adult Catholics who have not been confirmed. 

 

Weddings 

Please make arrangements at least six months prior to the wedding. 

 

Funerals  
Family of the deceased should have the Funeral Director contact the office to make all necessary                

arrangements.  The time that the Church is available must be taken into consideration when making

It was in May of 1873 that a young 

Belgian priest scaled through a rocky 

mountainous ridge and first set eyes 

on the village to which he was called 

to bring the Word of God. There, 816 

people lived isolated from society; the 

priest not only ministered to their 

spiritual needs but to their physical 

needs as well. He did his best to     

provide medical assistance, he built 

houses, and he even dug graves, a 

task too frequently needed because 

this little village was named      

Kalaupapa on the Hawaiian Island of 

Molokai, where those afflicted with 

leprosy were banished to live. Father 

Damien contracted the disease as 

well, but continued his missionary 

work until his death in 1889 at the age 

of forty-nine. 

 

Today's reading from the Gospel of 

Mark tells of Jesus accompanying 

James, John, Andrew and Simon to 

see Simon's mother-in-law, who was 

sick with fever. Jesus relieved her 

suffering, and then left to pray in   

solitude. When his disciples found 

him, he instructed them that they 

would now begin traveling to other 

villages in towns in the area, as it was 

his mission to spread his great news 

as far and wide as he could, especially 

to those who would need the saving 

grace of God the most. 

 

We are taught in the Catechism of the 

Catholic Church that the Holy Spirit 

is the leader of the principal mission 

of the Church, to reach out to the 

spiritually and physically poor, thus 

unfolding the path of Christ, a way of 

service and self-sacrifice even unto 

death (CCC 852). In our lives, we are 

presented with opportunities to walk 

this path with Christ every day. By 

accepting our mission to reach out to 

others who need us, we are assured 

that we will never walk that path 

alone.

Through the end of December St Anne Bellview had a net income (gain) of 

$71,400 versus a budgeted loss of $13,900. Balances on outstanding short term 

notes (non-building related loans) have been reduced by $82,322 in just 5 

months and, if current projections hold, these notes will be paid off by the end 

of June 2009.  In July 2009 payments will begin on the building loan debt. All 

our bills are now current.  The checking account balance has increased by 

$25,000 and savings by $27,000. The current positive fiscal position that St. 

Anne's finds itself in is a direct reflection of the dedication to the parish shown 

by the parishioners - your support is greatly appreciated and vital for future 

successes!
