Registration forms are located at the main entrance of the Church, or you may contact the parish 

office.   

 

Baptisms 

Parent(s) MUST be a registered, active member of St. Anne’s Parish.  At least one parent must  

attend a Baptism class. At least one of the Godparents must be an active Catholic, and supply a  

letter from their Pastor giving them permission to be a Godparent. This letter must be an original 

copy with parish seal, and turned in to the parish office before a Baptism can be scheduled.          

Parents may attend the class prior to the birth of their child. 

 

Religion Classes 

CCD - Kindergarten through 8th grade.  First Communion - 2nd grade.   Confirmation - 9th  

grade. RCIA - (Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults)  For those adults inquiring about the Catholic 

faith and practice, or for adult Catholics who have not been confirmed. 

 

Weddings 

Please make arrangements at least six months prior to the wedding.

Family of the deceased should have the Funeral Director contact the office to make all necessary                

arrangements.  The time that the Church is available must be taken into consideration when making

Men have a habit that apparently is not shared 

by their wives. It's called pantry grazing, or 

cabinet surfing, or raiding the refrigerator. It is a 

simple process in which we hear a little voice in 

our heads (or our stomachs) which commands 

us to find something to eat. Now, most of us are 

pretty clueless when it comes to what exactly 

we want or where exactly we might find it. We 

do our best to graze the pantry or surf the     

cabinets in solitude, but the minute we open that 

refrigerator door, our wives are suddenly    

standing behind us, asking "What are you   

looking for?" 

 

What are you looking for? Some people spend 

their entire lives trying to "find themselves" or 

"find the meaning of life." Sadly, some find   

neither. Two of John the Baptist's followers 

were with him when Jesus walked by one day. 

"Behold, the Lamb of God," John said to them. 

Immediately, they wanted to be with him,     

referring to him as rabbi, or teacher. Andrew 

introduced his brother Simon to Jesus who   

immediately changed Simon's name to Peter. In 

this short period of time, these men found the 

meaning of life-and themselves. 

 

Today's Gospel reading from John tells of the 

beginning of Jesus' other family, his disciples. 

The Catechism of the Catholic Church reminds 

us that "the Christian family is a communion of 

persons, a sign and image of the communion of 

the Father and the Son in the Holy Spirit" (CCC 

2205). By praying daily and reading the word of 

God, we strengthen our families and further our 

ability to spread the Gospel of the Lord, just as 

those called to Jesus' other family were able to 

do when they found what they were looking for.

Each year since the landmark Supreme Court case of Roe v. 
Wade millions of people throughout our country take part in 
activities which respectively protest this decision on or near the 
twenty second of January.  Despite the ever increasing number 
of Americans who object to abortion little or no progress has 
been made in reversing the provisions of our laws which allow 
abortion based on a womanôs request in certain circumstances. 
 
In the past few years the status quo which allowed many laws 
to come into existence which provided for such issues as     
informed consent, womenôs health, and the prohibition of the 
use of government funds for abortion procedures has come 
under attack in the form of proposed legislation known as the 
ñFreedom of Choice Actò or FOCA.  Should the provisions of 
this legislation become law in total or some segments find its 
way into our legal system as part of other initiatives, the     
effects could be devastating to the efforts of right to life      
organizations in their fight against abortion.  Some initiatives 
under FOCA support provisions for use of government funds, 
restrict the right of parents to be informed concerning the 
pregnancy of a minor child, and limit counseling available to 
women who request abortion. 
 
We can and should make our voices heard as best we can to 

legislators who represent us and will ultimately craft the laws 

on this subject.  Saint Anneôs will join thousands of other    

parishes across the country in support of the United States 

Council of Catholic Bishops effort to communicate our concerns 

with our nationally elected representatives through a post card 

campaign.  I have asked members of our parish to organize 

actions in completing the post cards during and after Mass 

next weekend.  I urge you to support this most important 

cause.
