As stewards, we accept this vocation, make it our own, 
and live it generously and joyfully.  

Recently, we attended the wake of a dear friend who 
had succumbed to cancer. She was in her early 70s, 
and had three grown children, all married. Over the 
years, the family had grown distant; the siblings 
were leading their lives with problems of their own 
and had little contact with their mother. Yet at the 
wake, they seemed to come together, realizing that 
everything they were, all of their traits and values 
and loves and struggles, were given to them by their 
mother. In her death, they came to know that they 
were given the greatest gift, the gift of life.  
 
Today, we celebrate the feast of the Most Holy Body 
and Blood of Christ. We are called to reflect and   
renew our faith in the saving nourishment of the 
Eucharist. At the Last Supper, Jesus broke the bread 
and poured the wine, instructing his disciples not 
only to eat and drink in his memory, but to do so 
with others who would believe. All that he was, he 
wanted to give to the world. And as he foretold in 
the distribution of the loaves and fishes, each of us 
who receives him is to give him as well. 
 
The Catechism of the Catholic Church defines the 
Eucharist this way: "The Eucharist is a sacrifice of 
thanksgiving to the Father, a blessing by which the 
Church expresses her gratitude to God for all his 
benefits, for all that he has accomplished through 
creation, redemption, and sanctification. Eucharist 
means first of all 'thanksgiving'" (CCC 1360). As we 
approach the altar prepared to receive the body and 
blood of Christ, perhaps we would do well to       
remember the sacrifice he gave for us-his very life. 
In doing so, we realize that sense of thanksgiving 
that embodies the Eucharist.

Sacramental Requirements 

To participate in the sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation and Matrimony,  you must be a registered  parishioner. Use of parish         

envelopes enables us to maintain up-to-date records of those who are actively  attending and supporting the Church. 
 

Registration 

Registration forms are located at the main entrance of the Church, or you may contact the parish office.   
 

Baptisms 

Parent(s) MUST be a registered, active member of St. Anne’s Parish.  At least one parent must  attend a Baptism class. At least one 

of the Godparents must be an active Catholic, and supply a  letter from their Pastor giving them permission to be a Godparent. This 

letter must be an original copy with parish seal, and turned in to the parish office before a Baptism can be scheduled. Parents may 

attend the class prior to the birth of their child. 
 

Religion Classes 

CCD - Kindergarten through 8th grade.  First Communion - 2nd grade.   Confirmation - 9th  grade. RCIA - (Rite of Christian        

Initiation for Adults)  For those adults inquiring about the Catholic faith and practice, or for adult Catholics who have not been           

confirmed. 
 

Weddings 

Please make arrangements at least six months prior to the wedding. 
 

Funerals  

Family of the deceased should have the Funeral Director contact the office to make all necessary arrangements.  The time that the 

Church is available must be taken into consideration when making  arrangements.
