At least one of the Godparents must be an active Catholic, and supply a  

letter from their Pastor giving them permission to be a Godparent. This letter must be an original 

copy with parish seal, and turned in to the parish office before a Baptism can be scheduled.          

Parents may attend the class prior to the birth of their child. 

 

Religion Classes 

CCD - Kindergarten through 8th grade.  First Communion - 2nd grade.   Confirmation - 9th  

grade. RCIA - (Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults)  For those adults inquiring about the Catholic 

faith and practice, or for adult Catholics who have not been confirmed.

Please make arrangements at least six months prior to the wedding.

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We are all familiar with the term Good Samaritan. So 

much, so, in fact, that most of us probably assume 

that in Jesus' time, if you were a Samaritan you were 

a good person. In fact, most Samaritans were         

despised by the Jews. Samaria had become a melting 

pot of races and pagan religions after the Assyrians 

invaded the area a few centuries before the time of 

Jesus. Situated between Galilee and Judea, Jewish 

travelers would often go around Samaria altogether 

just to avoid the people. Except, of course, for one 

Jewish traveler-Jesus. 
 

Today's Gospel reading from John relates the visit by 

Jesus to Jacob's well where he meets and has a rather 

lengthy discussion with a Samaritan woman,      

something just not done in those days. But as Jesus 

would often remind his followers, he was not there to 

preach to the believers, but to gather in the lost sheep, 

those whose lives were left wanting because of their 

distance from God. The Samaritan woman, in her 

awakening to the Messiah, garners much interest in 

Jesus from the others of the village, just as our love 

can bring others to Christ. 
 

Like those who would travel around Samaria, we 

have troubles and challenges in our lives that we 

would much rather avoid. Yet Jesus is there to meet 

those challenges, just as he traveled straight into 

Samaria. This sickness in our hearts can and should 

be included in Jesus' plea to us simply to believe and 

our sicknesses will be cured (CCC 1504). The living 

Gospels provide an everlasting ability to be touched 

and healed by Christ each and every day. We cannot 

allow those cold, unbelieving places in our hearts-our 

Samarias-to grow. Jesus will meet us there with only 

love and forgiveness.
