Baptisms 

Parent(s) MUST be a registered, active member of St. Anne’s Parish.  At least one parent must  

attend a Baptism class. At least one of the Godparents must be an active Catholic, and supply a  

letter from their Pastor giving them permission to be a Godparent. This letter must be an original 

copy with parish seal, and turned in to the parish office before a Baptism can be scheduled.          

Parents may attend the class prior to the birth of their child. 

 

Religion Classes 

CCD - Kindergarten through 8th grade.  First Communion - 2nd grade.   Confirmation - 9th  

grade. RCIA - (Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults)  For those adults inquiring about the Catholic 

faith and practice, or for adult Catholics who have not been confirmed. 

 

Weddings 

Please make arrangements at least six months prior to the wedding.

Family of the deceased should have the Funeral Director contact the office to make all necessary                

arrangements.  The time that the Church is available must be taken into consideration when making

Second Collection 
This week our parish will take up The    
Catholic Relief Services Collection. This 
collection supports Catholic church            
organizations that carry out international 
relief and solidarity efforts.  We thank you 
for your continued support of this important 
effort.  
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I want you to try something on your next birthday. 
When you've gathered with family or friends, and 
you have enjoyed a nice meal and maybe a little 
cake (but not too much!), gather the unopened gifts 
that may have been brought for you and have   
someone put them on a table just out of your reach. 
Then, as everyone gathers around you ready to    
listen to you read the cards and tear off the      
wrapping paper, tell them that even though you can 
see the gifts and you know they were given with 
love, you're not going to open them right now     
because it's too hard to reach across the table to 
them. Imagine their reaction! 
 

It is probably one of the most well-known and       
oft-recited passages in the Bible and is part of     
today's Gospel reading from John: "For God so loved 
the world that he gave his only Son, so that        
everyone who believes in him might not perish but 
might have eternal life." In this simple yet so very 
powerful sentence, we are told that we all are      
recipients of the greatest gift ever given-eternal    
life-and all we need to do is to believe. We would 
never leave a birthday present unwrapped; why, 
then, do so many choose not to believe? Why do 
they choose not to unwrap the greatest gift that will 
ever be given to them? 
 

Whether one attends Mass on a daily or weekly    
basis, we are forever invited to share in the gift that 
is Jesus Christ through the sharing of the Eucharist 
(CCC 1336). When we can finally accept the love 
from God that was manifested in Jesus himself, and 
further accept Jesus' gift to us of the redemption of 
our sins through his willingness to die on the cross, 
then we will truly live in the glory of eternal life. On 
this Fourth Sunday of Lent, give thanks for not only 
for our smaller gifts, but for the greatest gift of all.

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 

 Greetings in the name of the Lord. 
 

As promised, I would provide you with an ongoing accounting of 

our progress in the Sharing The Vision ~ Growing In Faith   

Campaign.  As a result of the sacrificial gifts of committed 

Catholics from all across the diocese to this historic undertaking, 

we are about to surpass our minimum goal.  We are currently in 

the process of introducing the endowment campaign to the final 

group of 18 parishes.  To date we have received $25,435,000 in 

pledge commitments and collected $6,793,260.   
 

Approximately half the funds collected have been returned to the 

parishes as their proportional share of the campaign.  The balance 

of the funds within the Foundation is currently held in US   

Treasury Bills and certificates of deposit with laddered short term 

maturities.  We hope to have more clarity on the direction of the 

market and economy by late summer so that a strategic allocation 

of the endowment funds can commence so income can begin 

being generated to fund grant requests from parish and diocesan 

ministries. 
 

The Growing In Faith campaign has already begun to bear fruit.  

A gift to the campaign by Quint Studer of the Studer Group will 

put the services of his internationally recognized firm to work for 

our Church to help our parishes build a culture of excellence  

supported by evidence based leadership efforts and increased 

transparency and accountability.  Ten parishes and the pastoral 

center have asked to be included in the first wave of parishes to 

begin the transition to excellence.   
 

Finally, to be good stewards of the resources entrusted to the 

Foundation, its e-newsletter will be the principal means of      

ongoing communication regarding news, investments and grants.  

The e-newsletter will also provide a wealth of helpful              

information on being good stewards of your personal resources.

As we continue to embrace these marvelous opportunities to do 

the Lord’s work, I ask that He will bless our collective sacrifices 

and labors during this very special time in the life of your parish 

and diocese.  With each payment on our pledges, we bear witness 

that even in the most challenging financial times our commitment 

to build up our church will be a legacy of fortitude and           

commitment for future generations.
