There is a phrase that has become popular if not
overused in the business world today.

Today's Gospel reading from John relates Jesus
narrative of being the Good Shepherd.

These also | must lead, and they

will hear my voice, and there will be one flock, one

shepherd." The Good Shepherd fights for our very
lives against the evils of the world, so much so that

he sacrificed himself so that we might be saved. It is

the least we can do to call others who have strayed
from the shepherd's flock.

A traditional shepherd keeps his flock close to him,
builds a fence to keep them safe. Should one stray,
he uses his crook to bring it home. The Good
Shepherd provides us with the sacrament of
penance, our way of returning to the flock. The
priest is the sign and instrument of God's merciful
love and forgiveness for our straying (CCC 1465). On
tYs Fourth Sunday of Easter, we would do well to
listen to the Good Shepherd, who invites us to return
nthe flock.
