Hot air balloons of today are beautiful, quiet giants,
floating through the skies powered by propane tanks
which give the pilot the ability to control its elevation
based on the amount of heated air dispensed into
the balloon.

Perhaps we are guilty at times of carrying too
many sandbags that weigh us down and prevent our
ascension.

"I am the true vine," Jesus proclaims in today's
Gospel reading from John, "and my Father is the
vine grower." His analogy is that God has already
removed every dead branch from the vine-sin-and
continually prunes the good, fruit-bearing
branchdsydu aedvreersy that Ywe wHl lgow levén
more good fruit. In other words, as long as we
remain with Jesus, we will prosper and multiply and
bring others to his good word. God has cut the
sandbags that weigh us down and prevent us from
rising to see his glory.

On this Fifth Sunday of Easter, we are reminded by
the Catechism of the Catholic Church that through
the power of the Holy Spirit, "God's children can
bear much fruit. He who has grafted us onto the
true vine will make us bear the fruit of the Spirit: ?
love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness,
faithfulness, gentleness, self-control™ (CCC 736).
