Excerpts from a Homily by Bishop Thomas J Olmsted 
to the Deacons of the Phoenix Diocese: “Jesus Calls Sinners” 

In His Apostolic Exhortation PASTORES GREGIS, on the bishop as a servant of the 
Gospel of Christ for the hope of the world, the Holy Father quotes St. Gregory of Na-
zianzen who wrote: “First be purified and then purify others; first allow yourself to be 
instructed by wisdom and then instruct others; first become light and then enlighten 
others; first draw close to God and then guide others to Him; first be holy yourself and 
then make others holy. ” 
These words of St. Gregory of Nazianzen get to the heart of what … we must do first.  I 
start with myself.  I begin to follow Jesus, like Levi did, leaving everything else behind.  
We confess our sins and allow Jesus to forgive and purify us.  We allow the Father to 
draw us into loving communion with Him and the other persons of the Blessed Trinity.  
We hunger for holiness and say with St.  Francis of Assisi, “Make me a channel of your 
peace.” 
When we encounter the Lord Jesus, when we draw near to Him, He will lead us on a 
path to conversion, a path that cannot be traveled in one moment but that requires daily, 
even hourly effort.  Every part of our mind and heart and soul is being transformed by 
the love of Jesus.  And every step forward on the part of conversion brings us into 
deeper communion with Christ and His Father and deepens our bonds of love with 
spouse, children, neighbors and former enemies, with all in the Church.

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Error Determining 
the Will (c. 1099) is 
a particular kind of 
error and it has to 
do --- not with the 
other person --- but 
with what marriage 
is as Church law, 
based on our theology, defines it. So 
sometimes it's called "error of law." 
One must be firmly mistaken, i.e., in 
error, about a central aspect of what 
marriage requires: unity (the monogamous 
or exclusive faithfulness of one man and 
women), indissolubility (the perpetuity of 
the bond as opposed to the divorce 
mentality), or that it is a sacrament when 
made by two baptized persons. 
Then this mistaken judgment must 
enter into the will, the human faculty 
that consents to marriage. It must 
strike right into the heart of the will. 
Perhaps because of family patterns or 
following today's confused culture, the 
person firmly thinks that marriage does 
not require unity and fidelity, or that 
marriage is not "till death do them part," 
or that marriage is not a sacrament (in a 
case of two baptized persons). The error 
is so strong that it leads to consenting to 
a relationship that is different from 
marriage. The will, which is the part of 
the person that says yes to marriage, gets 
all twisted up. It consents to something 
which is not really marriage as the Creator 
made it. 
But bad example from parents or society, 
for example, isn't enough to prove this by 
itself. The presumption is that people 

know that 
marriage is for 
life, even with 
t h a t  b a d 
e x a m p l e . 
There has to 
be more force 
to the proof 

than that. It is 
generally viewed by 
canon lawyers as a 
difficult ground to 
prove in many cases. 
But it has been used in 
this tribunal. I suspect 
that a lot of invalid 

marriages, and probably a lot of marriages 
in today's self-serve religious 
environment, are based on such erroneous 
opinions. Tainted by cultural values, 
many Catholics seem to assert the right to 
end one marriage and enter a second if 
they are unhappy or unfulfilled. 
Practically, it can be a matter of how can a 
judge prove it? 
In practice, this ground can "morph" to 
the ground of a simulation or a condition 
(sometimes the very same facts of a case 
can be described by several different 
grounds) and is tried that way. E.g., Fred 
marries Ethel but has the intention to 
leave the marriage by divorce and give 
himself the "right to remarry" if things get 
unhappy, because that's all he saw in his 
own family. While we might find that his 
error about indissolubility was intense and 
corrupted his will, that case might also be 
tried as a simulation against the 
permanence of marriage (cc. 1101, §§ 1-2; 
1056, 1057 §2 and 1134). Fred said yes to 
that permanence externally but internally 
excluded it by a positive act of the will. 
This concludes a series on ignorance and 
error in marriage cases. But don't forget, 
tribunal canonists are not exclusively 
concerned with marriage cases. You can 
contact us with any questions of law in 
the Church: whether you or others can do 
something licitly or validly, ways to 
remedy injury to rights, whatever you see 
in the Code.

POPE CALLS 
FOR 
RENEWAL OF 
DEVOTIONS 
U.S. Catholics Exhorted to Recover 
Devotions (Zenit News Service) 

John Paul II (May 23, 2004 ) recom-
mended that U.S. Catholics recover 
"devotions of popular piety" as a 
means of personal and communal 
sanctification. 

"For centuries the holy rosary, Sta-
tions of the Cross, prayer before and 
after meals, and other devotional prac-
tices have helped to form a school of 
prayer in families and parishes, acting 
as rich and beautiful supplements to 
the sacramental life of Catholics," the 
Pope said. 

He made his suggestion when meeting 
with U.S. bishops visiting from the 
ecclesiastical provinces of San Anto-
nio and Oklahoma City. 

"A renewal of these devotions will not 
only help the faithful in your country 
grow in personal holiness but will also 
act as a source of strength and sanctifi-
cation for the Catholic Church in the 
United States," the Holy Father added. 
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For those of us who are ordained for 
the service of God’s people, the path 
to holiness is a path that binds us more 
closely to our people and more com-
mitted to live for our people.  As we 
seek to relate to our people out of love 
for Christ and for our people in the 
love of Christ, what should be the rela-
tionship between the bishop and his 
deacons?  In paragraph 49 of his Ap-
ostolic Exhortation PASTORES 
GREGIS, John Paul II answers that 
question in a few brief but substantial 
statements.  
First, the Holy Father describes dea-
cons in the following way: deacons are 
“authentic gifts of God for proclaim-
ing the Gospel, instructing Christian 
communities and promoting the ser-
vice of charity within God’s family.” 
As you know, the word “gift” is full of 
meaning for John Paul II.  In his talks 
on the Theology of the Body, he spoke 
of the “law of the gift” as an essential 
characteristic of being a man or a 
woman made in God’s image.  We 
become more like God when we make 
a gift of our self to others in love.  
That is why marriage is a sacrament.  
That is how deacons are gifts of God, 
when you give of your very selves as 
teachers of the Good News of Jesus 
and as servants of charity.  
While much could be said about “the 
law of the gift” and how deacons build 
up the Church in hope by giving of 
themselves out of love for Christ, let 
me focus on two things that John Paul 
II says a bishop should encourage his 
deacons to do.  Listen to the words of 
the Holy Father: As a “true father for 
them,” the bishop should encourage 
the deacons “to love the Body and 
Blood of Christ whose ministers they 
are, and Holy Church which they have 
committed themselves to serve; he 
will also exhort married deacons to 
lead an exemplary family life. ”

“To love the Body and Blood of Christ whose ministers they are, and Holy Church 
which they have committed themselves to serve” 
The Eucharist is the center of the life of every Catholic.  As the Holy Father in his en-
cyclical on the Eucharist writes (#59-60): 
"Here is the Church’s treasure, the heart of the world, the pledge of the fulfillment for 
which each man and woman, even unconsciously, yearns.  Every commitment to holi-
ness, every activity aimed at carrying out the Church’s mission, every work of pastoral 
planning must draw the strength it needs from the Eucharistic mystery and in turn be 
directed to that mystery as its culmination.  In the Eucharist, we have Jesus, we have 
His redemptive sacrifice, we have His Resurrection, we have the gift of the Holy Spirit, 
we have adoration, obedience and love of the Father.  Were we to disregard the Eucha-
rist, how could we overcome our own deficiency?” 
Dear deacons …, always keep the Eucharist at the 
center of your lives.  Let your love of Jesus be re-
flected in the reverence that you exhibit during 
Mass and before Christ in the Blessed Sacrament.  
Kneeling, genuflecting, bowing – all those bodily 
gestures that the Church asks us to do in reverence 
for Christ speak louder than words about our faith in 
the Eucharist.  If words alone were sufficient, Jesus 
would never have become a man in the womb of 
Mary.  If words were enough, He would not have 
needed to offer His body to be nailed to a Cross.  
Recall how the Letter to the Hebrews tells us (5:7): 
“In the days when He was in the flesh, He offered 
prayers and supplications with loud cries and tears to the one who was able to save Him 
from death, and He was heard because of His reverence.” 
…help our people to understand and to put into practice the GENERAL NORMS OF 
THE ROMAN MISSAL.  This present implementation of liturgical norms, like previous 
ones, can irritate some of our brothers and sisters.  It may even put our own patience to 
the test! But do not doubt that this concerted action of the whole Church is inspired by 
the Holy Spirit and will bear rich fruit in a greater reverence at Mass and a deeper devo-
tion to the Sacred Liturgy.  Yes, it requires repeated efforts to explain and to answer 
questions, to listen to complaints and to persuade with charity.  Let these words of John 
Paul II in his encyclical on the Eucharist strengthen us in our efforts (#52): “Our time, 
too, calls for a renewed awareness and appreciation of liturgical norms as a reflection 
of, and a witness to, the one universal Church made present in every celebration of the 
Eucharist.  No one is permitted to undervalue the mystery entrusted to our hands: it is 
too great for anyone to feel free to treat it lightly and with disregard for its sacredness 
and its universality ”

THIRD YEAR CALENDAR 

On August 18, 2004 at 7:00 p.m. in St. Mary Cathedral, Bishop Carl Mengeling 
presiding, the current group of Aspirants will receive the Rite of Candidacy during 
the Eucharistic celebration before embarking on their three year journey toward 
ordination to the Order of Deacon. 
That same evening, eight men preparing for their final year of diaconate formation will 
be instituted to Acolyte. 
All are invited to attend. There will be a reception in the Diocesan Center, Madonna 
Hall, immediately following the ceremonies.  

RITE OF CANDIDACY 
AND 
INSTITUTION TO ACOLYTE  
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On April 17, 2003, Pope John Paul II published an encyclical letter on the Eucharist 
entitled Ecclesia de Eucharistia.  In paragraph 52 of that encyclical, he asked the Roman 
Congregations to identify liturgical abuses worldwide and to develop an instruction on 
liturgical norms in light of them. 
To that end, on Friday, April 23, the Congregation for Divine Worship and the Disci-
pline of the Sacraments released a document titled Redemptionis Sacramentum (The 
Sacrament of Redemption). An instruction is a document that clarifies law and provides 
guidance on how to implement the law (cf. canon 34.1). In this case, it is intended to 
assist bishops in the implementation of the Roman Missal, the General Instruction of the 
Roman Missal, and in those rites which pertain to the adoration of the Blessed Sacra-
ment outside Mass. 
Most of the information in it is not new, e.g., it reminds us that because the faithful 
should ordinarily receive only hosts consecrated at the Mass at which they are partici-
pating, the priest should not usually go to the tabernacle before the distribution of Com-
munion. The vast majority of the information in the document can be found in the 2002 
GIRM. The document also urged that efforts be made to encourage an appreciation "of 
the deep sense of wonder before the mystery of faith" and to promote the biblical and 
liturgical formation of the faithful. 
In unusually strong language it notes eight abuses that are specifically "reprobated": 
1) The host is not to be broken during the Institution Narrative (55). 
2) Texts of the Sacred Liturgy are not to be altered by priests, deacons, or the faithful 
(59). 
3) The non-ordained are not permitted to give the homily at Mass (65 and 66). 
4) Unconsecrated hosts or other edible or inedible things are not to be distributed during 
or before the celebration of Mass (96). 
5) Mass is never suspended in order to promote fasting from the Eucharist (115). 
6) The use of unworthy vessels for Holy Communion (117). 
7) Proper vestments must be worn at Mass (126). 
8) If a sufficient number of ordinary ministers are present, they are to serve as as minis-
ters for the distribution of Holy Communion (157). 
Some other issues are listed as "grave matters." 
While this document is important and bears great juridical weight, it is very important to 
remember that it does NOT  revoke 1) contrary universal laws (such as the praenotanda 
of liturgical books); 2) contrary customs that have the force of law; and 3) contrary par-
ticular law. This last category includes legitimate diocesan laws and policies and the 
laws and policies of the conference of bishops which have received a recognitio from 
the Apostolic See  (such as the US adaptations to the GIRM and the "Norms for Distri-
bution and Reception of Holy Communion Under Both Kinds... USA"). 
Bishop Mengeling, his Worship Office, and his Worship Commission will continue to 
study the document and rulings regarding it.  We will keep you informed. 
Thank you for your constant dedication to the Church's liturgy and its proper prepara-
tion and celebration.

Young men have visions and old 
men dream dreams, and at the moment, I feel really, really old, and I’d love to go 
back to sleep, so let’s try that approach. — What? A snicker from You? Well, 
that’s better than nothing at all, I suppose. I know that I am evidence of your 
sense of humor, that I embody at times your desire to be playful, and I am pro-
foundly thankful that you have so-gifted me. 

B ut really, Lord, you who know all, I wish that you would give me some 
clue as to what you want to say to my heart.

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More than 840 million people in the world are malnourished. 
• 799 million of them are from the developing world. 
• More than 153 million of them are under the age of 5. 
• 6 million children under the age of 5 die every year as a result of hunger. 
Of the 6.2 billion people in today's world, 
• 1.2 billion live on less than $1 per day. 
• The proportion of people living on less than $1 a day has fallen from 29 percent to 23 percent 

in the past 10 years, although that masks significant regional differences. 
• East Asia has seen a drop from 28 percent to 14 percent. 
• South Asia has seen a drop from 44 percent to 37 percent. 
• Africa has seen a drop from 48 percent to only 47 percent. 

The amount of money that the richest 1 percent of the world's people make each year 
equals what the poorest 57 percent make. 
• The richest 5 percent of the world's people have incomes 114 times that of the poorest 5 per-

cent. 
Malnutrition can severely affect a child's intellectual development. 
• Children who have stunted growth due to malnutrition score significantly lower on math and 

language achievement tests than do well-nourished children. 
• Virtually every country in the world has the potential of growing sufficient food on a sustain-

able basis. 
• The Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations has set the minimum requirement 

for  
• caloric intake per person per day at 2,350. 
• Worldwide, there are 2,805 calories available per person per day. 
• Fifty-four countries fall below that requirement; they do not produce enough food to feed their 

populations, nor can they afford to import the necessary commodities to make up the gap. 
• Most of these countries are in sub-Saharan Africa.
