Taizé, in the south of Burgundy, France, is the home of amnternational, ecumenical community, founded therein
1940 by Brother Roger. The brothers are committeddr their whole life to material and spiritual sharing, to celi-
bacy, and to a great simplicity of life. Today, thecommunity is made up of over a hundred brothers, @tholics and
from various Protestant backgrounds, from more thantwenty-five nations.

During the evening prayer on Tuesday 16 Augughénmidst of the crowd surrounding the Communityhie
Church of Reconciliation, a woman - probably mdptdisturbed - struck Brother Roger violently
with knife blows. He died a few moments later.

In June 2004, the American Catholic Bishops said, "The Catholic community and '
Catholic institutions should not honor those who act in defiance of our fundamental
moral principles. They should not be given awards, honors or platforms which WOL;|Id
suggest support for their actions." !

We bishops issued this statement in fidelity to our responsibilities to hand on the gospe
of Jesus Christ and to defend the dignity and the right to life of every human person.
The right to life, however, is not an issue of interest only to Catholics. It is odyrim !
concern for all. The founders of our country recognized this when they stated, "We
hold these truths to be sekévident, that all men are created equal, that they are en-
dowed by their creator with certain inalienable rights, that among thebfe ditserty !

and the pursuit of happiness.” !

The right to life is indeed an inalienable one. To stand up for the dignity of every per-
son, then, and to speak out against intrinsic evils such as abortion, euthanasia, raC|sm
and sexual acts outside of marriage is a service that God requires of us on Mhalfuof
persons, not only members of our own faith. .

To do this by actions as well as by words underlines the seriousness of thleisgﬁ;eac

and the depth of our convictions. One such action is to prohibit the giving of honor.s or
the provision of a platform in Catholic institutions for those who support actions con-
trary to these core moral principles. /!
| trust that this position is not that difficult to understand. Why would we honor or give
a platform to someone who radically disagrees with our fundamental teachiegs? W
should instead be criticized if we allowed such things to happen.

This does not mean that we will cease praying for public officials or end ousdtio

be in conversation with them and others about these and similar matters.

In fact, the continuity of such conversations is vitally important, preciseguse of

the serious ramifications of them. There are a variety of appropriate foouthssfdia-
logue to occur, beyond public events at church facilities.

For the Catholic Church to back up its teaching through actions directed at public offi-
cials is not something new.

Was this bishop imposing his sectarian views on a public official? Was he meddbolitics

or impeding freedom? Or was he defending the human dignity of all children, no matter the
color of their skin?

The statement of the American bishops in June 2004 arose out of a concern for the rights of th
most vulnerable members of our society, persons who have no way to raise their own voices
because of their age or physical condition.

It also arose out of a conviction about the destructive nature of intrinsic evilsdifaduals,

for the family, and for the whole of society.

As Pope John Paul Il said "Above all, the common outcry, which is josilye on behalf of
human rights — for example, the right to health, to home, to work, tdyfaim culture — is
false and illusory if the right to life, the most basic and fundaateight and the condition for

all other personal rights, is not defended with maximum determination.

However, thes®evibken into considera-
tion only when the following conditions occur togethgneat pastoral usefulness of the deacon’s
ministry, attestation by the Bishop, and the care of minor children.”
