Saying “I love you” Daily is Jesus” Top Priority

Dear Friends,
There are so many ways that Jesus tells us that he loves us daily. I was reminded of this fact after a pa-
rishioner gave me the following article found in the “Dear Abby” column of the local newspaper. The
article was submitted to Abby by “Robert in Fresno, California” and probably struck a nerve of the man
who gave me the article—for he too is married.

Saying “I love you” Daily Husband’s Top Priority

Dear Abby: It has been 18 years since my first wife died of cancer. She was only 49. We were a typical hard-working couple, hav-
ing raised our three children to adulthood. My message is to husbands who are too busy—or forgetful —to say, “I love you” to their
wives.
During the fourth of our five-year fight with cancer, I was trying to comfort my wife as I did every day. She looked up at me and
whispered, “I guess you do love me after all.” Her statement has haunted me ever since.
At age 26, I resigned my appointment as a U.S. Treasury agent, to return to our hometown in order to save our marriage. I also
turned down offers in Australia and Alaska for the sake of our marriage. But somehow, I neglected to say, “I love you” to my wife, as
I now realize I should have.
I have been happily married to a widow for the past 16 years and I try not to let a day pass without putting my arms around her and
saying, “I love you.” So, husbands and fathers out there, take the time to express the obvious. The results can be truly rewarding.

The advice from Robert in Fresno is to express the obvious, for the results of saying, “I love you” to the one you love will
be truly rewarding! As this advice is true for husbands and wives as well as for brothers and sisters, the same should be
said for us and our relationship with God. With every sunrise, with every sunset, with every gift given to us by God
including the mysteries of joy, sorrow, glory and light of Grace-these are all ways God says to us, “I love you” through
every moment of our lives!

The tabernacle will be moved from our Chapel of Adoration to the sanctuary of the church (for weekend Masses) begin-
ning on Holy Thursday, April 9*. This move is happening so that Christ, the Divine Head of our congregation, may
draw near to His body, the Church. May we become more aware of God, the One we need to be thanking and express-
ing our love through these holy days: from Holy Thursday through the seven weeks of Easter and including our cele-
brations of Pentecost, the Most Holy Trinity and The Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ (Corpus Christi) celebrated on
June 13™ and 14t. On June 14t the tabernacle will be returned to our Chapel of Adoration.

Pope Paul VI expresses why Christ in the Tabernacle should draw near to us in the Body of the Church, before returning
to our Chapel of Adoration on June 14%. The Pope writes in his Encyclical, Mystery of Faith, “Christ is present in His
Church, a way that surpasses all the others. It is His presence in the Sacrament of the Eucharist, which is, for this reason, ‘a more
consoling source of devotion, a lovelier object of contemplation and holier in what it contains’ than all the other sacraments: for it
contains Christ Himself and it is a ‘a kind of consummation of the spiritual life and in a sense the goal of all the sacraments. The
desire of Jesus Christ and of the Church is to see all the faithful approach the sacred banquet each and every day is based on a wish to
have them all united to God through the Sacrament...”

As I said before, it is Jesus’ top priority to say, “I love you” every day (in fact through every
moment of our lives). For this reason, as Christ draws near to us through the Tabernacle
and through our celebration and living of each of our sacraments, may we often say to
Christ in the Tabernacle, “Father, Son and Holy Spirit—I love you! We love you!”

May we recognize Christ’s Presence in Heaven and Christ’s Presence upon our Altar. With
our “Amen” at the time of Communion, may we receive Jesus more deeply by saying to
Him and to the one before us, “I love you!”

A CATECHETICAL MINUTE WITH JEANNE HILL, OP

Lesson 6 (CCC1382-1419) More on the Eucharist. The Altar represents body of Christ in that it is the sacrificial memorial
of his sacrifice on the Cross.
