Fr. Arul Joseph, our Missionary speaker this weekend, has shared some back-
ground of his Archdiocese:

The Archdiocese of Madurai is located in the southern part of India. It is a city densely
populated by people of Hindu Religion. It was hard for the Missionaries to spread the
Catholic faith because of the deep roots of Hindu religion. Hence, the Missionaries had
to adapt themselves to the life style of eating and dressing habits of the local people.

It was in September of 1953 that my diocese was created. Today it is a metropolitan
archdiocese for six dioceses in the Ecclesiastical Province. My archdiocese is spread
out in an area of 6,300 square miles and serves 170,000 Catholics, or just 3.1% of the
total population of 5.5 million. There are 78 diocesan priests working in 78 parishes
and 300 Mission Stations established in six deaneries. There are 90 seminarians under
formation to become priests. Besides these, there are 120 religious priests, 353 reli-
gious brothers and 989 religious nuns, who are actively involved in the work of evan-
gelization.

“The Two-Edged Sword of Modern Technology”

Modern technology is truly a two-edged sword. It allows us to do many amazing and beautiful things,
but it can also impose greater expectations and demands on our time to the stress and anxiety of indi-
viduals and families. Today’s technology can be a great blessing when put at the service of humanity
and the common good, or no small curse when used to manipulate or make unhealthy demands which
ignore the God-given dignity and rights of the human person.

In our day and age we make great use of cell phones, computers, cable/satellite television, and the Internet. Truly, many
blessings come with being able to communicate or be entertained in ways that our parents and ancestors could only
have dreamed of. How truly amazing it is that one can talk to a relative or friend in another city or state, even half-way
around the world, or go on the computer and look up information, watch a video-clip, purchase an item, or send an e-
mail without ever having to get in the car or be put on hold.

Until I arrived at St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Catholic Church I never personally had a cell-phone in my possession, let alone
for 24 hours a day. It wasn’t that I couldn’t have used one from time to time — running late for a meeting, broken down
on the side of the road, or the rare emergency situation — I have to admit they are quite handy for that, even a blessing,
but on a seminarian’s salary I just couldn’t justify it, nor did I necessarily want the increased expectations or demands
that would undoubtedly come with this modern technological umbilical cord.

After last weekend’s bout of storms our computer server for Internet and e-mail at SEAS went down, which caused our
air-conditioning in the church to be non-functioning — Believe me, I felt your pain. At the same time, my fancy cell
phone wasn'’t operating properly nor was I able to receive e-mail or go on the Internet until the following Monday after-
noon. It should come as no surprise how today’s modern technology affects virtually every aspect of our daily lives,
even to the point of disordering our need to communicate in more than superficial ways, if we allow it.

When you or I choose to invest more and more of our time looking to modern technology to
supply what only the human heart and soul is made for, then we run the risk of forgetting
our total dependence on God for all that is true, good, and beautiful in creation. St.
Augustine said it best when he cried out: “Our Hearts Are Restless Until They Rest In You O’
Lord.”

You and I are created to be in relationship, to spend some time in restful silence or meaning-
ful conversation. First with the only One Who truly loves us — God — and our neighbor as our
self. In fact, we are made for this kind of relationship of persons. Our relationship with mod-
ern technology is always to be at the service of the person. In other words, we are called to

: have dominion over modern technology, not to allow it to have dominion over us. Remem-
ber in Genesis that God gave mankind dominion over the animals and all of creation. This doesn’t mean that we mis-
treat God’s good creation, but that we order it to our wellbeing and redemption.

Vatican II saw the blessings and dangers inherent in modern technology when it said in the Pastoral Constitution on the
Church in the Modern World, Gaudium et Spes (Latin for Joy and Hope): “The activity of man, as it has its origin in
man, has man also as its end. Man through his work not only introduces change into things
and into society; he also perfects himself...This kind of gain, properly understood, is more
valuable than any external possessions. Man’s worth is greater because of what he is than be-
cause of what he has.”

Together let us thank God for the goodness of His creation and the many benefits He has be-
stowed upon us in the development and use of modern technology, and above all for the gifts
of faith and family in being able to communicate in meaningful ways to the glory of His name.
