The Archives of Internal Medicine
recently reported that 1/3 of Ameri-
cans turn to prayer as a source of
good health, with 75% praying they
don’t get sick and 22% praying they
get well. Meanwhile, researchers
have agreed that religious people are
healthier than those who don’t
pray. Reasons cited include that re-
ligiously inclined people have more
friends, are more concerned about
their health, adapt better to stress
and smoke and drink less. Prayer
