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Christ Fills Our Church

Dear Parishioners,

It felt like Christmas and Easter on Saturday, March 7t at our 4:30pm Mass. Why? Our church was
packed! Helping to fill the pews were about 100 kids preparing for their First Holy Communion this
spring. As our children filled the church so did their parents, grandparents, aunts and uncles, brothers
and sisters, families and friends. Like I said, it felt a lot like Christmas and Easter with our pews filled to the brim in the
middle of Lent!

Mo Sieben, our children’s choir director, invited all children present at Mass into the choir area to sing our last song.
Children from our Catholic School and Faith Formation programs came forward to fill our choir area. The sound of so
many children united with their families and loved ones in song and worship was truly heavenly and inspiring.

Yet, what makes our or any church “Full?”

Although a person could count the number of people who are present, how many were present in Bethlehem at the time
of Christ’s birth? | count only three wise men and a few shepherds with the Holy Family. Or consider Jesus dying on
the cross—where were His closest Apostles and the thousands who followed? If you were counting, you would count
only St. John and His Mother Mary—they remained in His Divine Love.

Of course what fills our children, our adults and each member of our Church is Christ and the gift of His Holy Spirit.
And when Christ fills His Church with so many as He did on Saturday, March 7t the joy and love of Christ is some-
thing that may be experienced and felt!

A parishioner who was present at this Mass asked me to print a copy of the prayer that was said over the First Commu-
nicants by the priest as the parents made the sign of the cross over their children. Below is that prayer. As you read it,
take a moment to remember how you prepared for your First Holy Communion. As we remember, let us already be
preparing for next Sunday’s Mass.

My dear children, Christ has called you to be His friends. Always remember Him and be faithful to Him.
(Priest makes the sign of the cross over the entire group)
I now sign you with the sign of the cross. It is the sign of Christians;
let it remind you always of Christ and how much He loves you.
(Their parents now carry out the signing of the senses as the priest says the prayers over all the children).

We mark your ears with the sign of the cross; hear the words of Christ.

We mark your eyes with the sign of the cross; see the works of Christ.
We mark your lips with the sign of the cross; speak as Christ would speak.
We mark the sign of the cross over your heart; make your heart the home of Christ.
We mark your shoulders with the sign of the cross; be strong with the strength of Christ.
We mark your hands with the sign of the cross; touch others with the gentleness of Christ.
We mark your feet with the sign of the cross; walk in the way of Christ.
I place you entirely under the sign of Christ’s cross in the name of the Father, and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit;
live with Jesus now and forever.

At our funeral, we will be the only one present in the Church who will be lying in the casket. As | read on a billboard on
the side of a freeway one day, “Do not wait to come to Church by being carried in by six strong men.” It will be the
Risen Christ Present with His Angels and Saints who will call you to worship at that Heavenly Altar. That will be no
morning to sleep in.

So as our children are preparing to receive their First Holy Communion this Spring, let us prepare for next Sunday and
thank God that we are invited Sunday-by-Sunday, and day-by-day to be present to the One who is always Present to us.

RITE OF CHRISTIAN INITIATION OF ADULTS (RCIA)

On the third, fourth and fifth Sundays of Lent we celebrate the Scrutinies for the elect. The ritual celebration takes place
during Mass where the elect will kneel and name what is at the heart of their struggles and bring it to prayer. This cele-
bration is designed to draw forth a progressively deeper awareness of the mystery of sin and grace, week by week. The
Scrutinies are not complete in themselves, but lead to the celebration of the Easter Vigil — where sin is renounced in all
its forms, and Christ’s victory over sin and death embraces us at the font and holy table.

LENT: SPRINGTIME RENEWAL OF CHRISTIAN LIFE

Everyone in the early church agreed that Lent had something special to do with the catechumens; the men and women
preparing for baptismal entrance into full church membership. Although the catechumens’ period of preparation actu-
ally extended over one or more years, Lent was the final, more intense period of preparation. A Church pastoral direc-
tive from the year 90 urges, “Before baptism let the baptizer and him who is to be baptized fast, and all others who are
able.” In this way the whole community entered into the spirit of the baptismal preparation of the catechumens. Al-
ready, the season was assuming importance for the entire community’s renewal of its Christian life.

A CATECHETICAL MINUTE WITH JEANNE HILL, OP

The Sacrament of Baptism is the gateway to the whole Christian way of life. It opens the door for us to receive the other
seven sacraments. It is the plunging or immersing of an infant or adult into water to wash away original sin and to be
renewed by the Holy Spirit. Baptism is the first of the seven to be received and instituted by Christ, to give grace. It is a
sacrament of Christian initiation: Baptism where the faithful are born anew, Confirmation, which strengthens, and then
the food of eternal life — Eucharist. Baptism requires faith. Faith is important for all the sacraments to be effective. You
must also act on faith. We are baptized in the name of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit. When we are baptized, we be-
come part of the Body of Christ, the Church and can partake of other sacraments. The next lesson is Confirmation. Faith;
