With God All Things Are Possible

’ Dear Friends,
Jeanne Hill is one of our volunteer catechists in our Faith Formation Program. She team-catechizes with another pa-
rishioner. The other day she gave me a film that I had not yet seen. Although I had met the subject of the film on re-
7 treat in 1984, and have read many of her books including the most recent, that included notes from her own spiritual
diary, I was happy to receive and then watch the film, Mother Teresa.

It did not surprise me that Jeanne had watched this film. Over the years she has taken advantage of the many Faith Formation oppor-
tunities offered by St. Elizabeth Ann Seton, including the popular Jeff Cavins’ Scripture Study. Having sought to grow in her faith,
through study, daily Mass, and prayer, she now desires to share the gifts she has been given with a new generation of believers.

Each of us has something to share. And that is why I echo the message of Scripture, “With God All Things Are Possible!” Is it possi-
ble to conceive that one day, each and every member of our Catholic Church will make it their personal responsibility to pass on their
love for Christ and the Catholic Church, and so make it our personal concern to care for the very Body of Christ? Yes, I am able to see
the day when the Catholic Church across our nation, including our own Church in Hastings, will no longer be looking for catechists
for our children each September. I am able to see the day when those Confirmed in Divine Love will desire to also share that very
same faith to so many of God’s children who now thirst for God’s Love. Of course the enthusiasm to pass on our Catholic faith does
depend upon our continuing conversion to the Beauty, Love, Goodness and Truth of Christ who is calling us through every moment
of our lives.

After watching the film, Mother Teresa, I was inspired to write just a few notes to myself that I would also like to share with you be-
low. If every member of our Catholic Church came to see what Mother Teresa saw on the street of Calcutta and upon the altar at
Mass, I see that with God all things are possible: including the fulfillment of Jesus” words, “All power in heaven and earth has been
given to me. Go therefore, and make disciples of all the nations, Baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son and of the
Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you. And behold, I am with you always, until the end of the age.”

Have you considered teaching the Catholic faith to your children and neighbors? Would you like to see what Mother Teresa saw and
what I describe below? If you wish to grow in faith, hope and love, why not consider helping and volunteering in our Faith Forma-
tion programs? Is God calling you to deeper conversion within our Catholic faith?

“I Thirst”
It happened that sunny afternoon in the city of Calcutta. From the window of the city bus, she looked outside and saw You
there. You were lying on your straw mat and she must have noticed how You were almost trampled by the crowd passing by.
Was she the only one who saw You raise your arms to the sky as everyone walked by as if you were not there? She called for
an ambulance, but by the time she reached Your side, You had died and Your Body had already been taken away.

Yet, Mother remained kneeling there in prayer, at the side of Your mat, as I have seen her pray so many times before You in
the Tabernacle and at Mass. I noticed that as she prayed, everyone walked by as if You were not there. Although You had
disappeared from her sight, it was there on that mat, Mother found You, her Priest, hiding in the darkness.

Lord, You remain hidden, not only in the streets of our city, but also within Your Church, where You thirst for our love.

Dear Mother, we have seen you respond to Jesus’ calling. Allow us to join you in satisfying Jesus’ thirst in all
the places where He still remains hidden...
In the One before us...
and
In the One Your priest has put,
“The Body of Christ.”

With you, dear Mother, may we say “yes” to the call within our calling and say with you and all the Saints, “Amen”.

May we each hear what Mother Teresa heard, “a call within a calling” and so seek to life more fully the Catholic faith we
have been privileged to receive from all the Saints who have gone before us.

A CATECHETICAL MINUTE BY JEANNE HILL, O.P.

This week’s lesson, “Passions, Conscience, Virtues and Gifts” (CCC 1762-1845) began with a prayer from St. Thomas Aquinas, “Grant me
peace, O merciful God, to desire ardently all that is pleasing to thee, to examine it prudently, to acknowledge it truthfully, and to ac-
complish it perfectly for the praise and glory of Thy Name”. With the help of our instructor, Joe Michalak, we learned that desire or
passion is good if we use it to do good. To find out what is good we need knowledge of the truths of the Catholic Church. We then
examine whether or not the act is good. Conscience is the informed judgment of what to do and it is in accord with God’s teaching.
We must then finish or accomplish the act. The first rule is that you must always follow your conscience and the second rule is that
you must first educate your conscience. After prudent deliberation, we use fairness or justice to endure to the end with fortitude in a
moderate or temperate amount of desire. With faith in God’s teachings and love, we hope to be with God in the future by loving God
above all things and our neighbor as our self. Paul explains that without love, I am nothing and if I act without love I gain nothing
(Cor.13: 1-7) therefore, we become what we do. If we do good, we become good. If we do evil, we become evil. We can also be for-
given through the Sacrament of Reconciliation and start again. Next week: the sadness of sin and our social vocation.
