¥ Dear Friends,

- | When was the last time you spoke these words to a priest, “Forgive me Father for I have sinned.
It has been so long, I can not remember the last time I went to confession.” And what would a
priest say if you confessed, “Father, I have failed to keep holy the Lord’s Day, I have not kept my
promise to attend Mass every Sunday. As well I have failed to support the Church through sacrificial giving
of my time, talent and treasure. I know what any priest would say in the confessional, “I absolve you of all your
sins in the name of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit.” Fear not! With God, all things are possible!

Francis Fernandez has written in his four volume set, In Conversation with God, “It is better to give than to re-
ceive. Generosity expands and rejuvenates the heart. It increases our capacity to love. Selfishness has ex-
actly the opposite effect. It impoverishes the heart and limits one’s horizons. The more we give (to God) the
richer we become. Many times we do not see the fruit of our labors, nor do we reap much in the way of grati-
tude. But it is sufficient for us to know that Christ is the reason for our generosity.”

When was the last time you satisfied your basic need to give to God and to His Church (which is the Body
of Christ)? If you have not satisfied this basic need within yourself, fear not, with God all things are possi-
ble! Francis Fernandez goes on to explain, “Every person has a basic need to give. The person who does not
know how to share with (the Church) and with others has a handicapped heart. When we truly give to oth-
ers, our heart is filled with joy. We are then in a better condition to understand the Lord who gave his life as
a ransom for us (Matthew 20:28). St. Leo the Great has recommended that whoever gives alms should do so
with tranquility and joy. The less you hold back for yourself, the greater will be your final reward.”

In making your annual, monthly or weekly contribution to God in support of the many good works of our
Catholic Church in the past, have we given with the joy and tranquility of Christ’s own giving to us that
St. Leo recommends? In answer to this question I say, fear not! With God, all things are possible! Francis
Fernandez concludes his thoughts regarding the reward of generosity and giving with joy with this wisdom,
“St. Paul encouraged the first Christians to be generous in both action and spirit: for ‘God loves a cheerful
giver’ (2 Corinthians 9:7). No one can be grateful for a gift or service done grudgingly or with a mean spirit,
least of all the Lord. As St. Augustine points out, ‘If you give the bread with a heavy heart, then both the
bread and the reward have been lost.” In contrast, the Lord is more than delighted by the person who gives
with joy.”

Faith Formation News

. b There was no Faith Formation this week due to the MEA break. We hope that everyone had a great school break! Fol-
/ lowing are some tips from Loyola Press, the publisher of our Christ Our Life Textbook series, on family prayer. Enjoy!

The hectic pace of family life can often mean that prayer gets lost in the shuffle. Here are five simple, practical tips to
encourage families to pray more often:

1. When you rise from bed, get down on your knees: Try this method for Morning Prayer: Put your bedroom slippers or shoes far
under your bed at the end of the day. Each morning, while on your knees retrieving your footwear, say a quick prayer offering
the whole day to God.

2. Communicate with God whenever you climb into the car: Many families spend a whole lot of their time in the family vehicle.
As you buckle up, say a quick prayer that you will be aware of God’s presence in your day.

3. Place a prayer jar in the kitchen: Keep a jar in the kitchen in which each family member, each day, places a note listing a “special
intention” that others in the family can pray for. Before each family member goes to bed, he or she pulls a note from the jar and
prays for that need.

4. Fold your hands before you unfold your napkin: Before each meal, take a few moments to thank the One who provides all that
you need and blesses you with the lives of those around the table. Try mixing up rote prayers with spontaneous prayers, silent
prayers with sung prayers.

5. Pray when people or events upset you: If you want a sure-fire way to pray more each day, make a habit of saying a short prayer
whenever someone irritates you. A quick “Help me, God” is sufficient. You'll never run out of opportunities!

SACRAMENTS: CELEBRATING GOD’S PRESENCE

For me, the most important part of my work as a Sacramental Director-and the most rewarding-is the program for children and their

families preparing for the first celebration of Reconciliation and Eucharist. I really treasure the opportunity to meet with parents,
some of whom haven’t been connected with the Church in some time. This is an important time to invite the parents to think seriously
about their faith and their commitments. In addition, working with the sacramental formation process also gives me the chance to
reflect on my own faith and my awareness of God’s presence in my life and the life of my family... I can’t ask parents to do things that
I am not willing to do! —Mary Ellen Kenney

The central theme for sacramental preparation is that sacraments are celebrations of God’s faithful presence in our lives as people of
faith and as a parish community. How does that fit in with your experience of the sacraments, particularly Eucharist and Reconcilia-
tion? Most important is that children and families: have a sense of belonging to this parish and the Church, recognize God’s presence
in their everyday lives, and see how sacraments are expressed in everyday life, through experiences of belonging, sharing, forgiving
and loving. Please pray for our young people as they go through the preparation period for the first celebration of the sacrament of
Reconciliation. Their names are in a basket near the doors of the Church for parishioners to take and pray for the children

Learning about this sacrament is on going. Children have the rights to a fuller Catechesis each year. (Adapted from the Na-

A CATECHETICAL MINUTE BY JEANNE HILL, O.P.: This week’s lesson is about the sadness of sin and our social vocation
(CCC 1846-1929). What is sin and how can we recognize it? St. Augustine tells us that sin is “a word, act or desire contrary to eternal
law”. Prudence enables us to choose good over evil. If we are informed in the 10 Commandments (the Law) we will know when we
sin. Pope Pius XII said that a lot of the world doesn’t know right from wrong. We must educate ourselves to know, ignorance of sin
is no excuse. When we know we have sinned, we can fully know the sacrifice of Jesus” dying on the cross to save us. When we ac-

knowledge our sin, we can be forgiven. Mortal sin kills the soul because it is of grave matter and done with full knowledge and full
consent. Venial sin lacks one of these conditions. However, venial sins add up and might lead to mortal sin. Therefore, we must con-
fess more regularly to avoid grave sin. I try to learn more about sin so that I can avoid it. We must all try to avoid sin. Next week, I
will finish this lesson about social vocation.
