In Life and Death We Belong To the Lord

Dear SEAS parishioners,

Many, many thanks are in order for all those who honestly gave of themselves in some way —
whether small or large — through praying, volunteering or contributing to our parish festival,
Kitui visit, welcoming the NET Team, and helping minister to the five families who lost loved
ones recently. I also want to thank you for seeing me through my one-week pilgrimage to Guatemala City to
serve as Juan Manuel Andiocoechea Bellamy’s Confirmation sponsor — Jaunma was an exchange student with my
brother’s family two years ago. The day before the Confirmation, the family and I took a side trip to Antigua,
Guatemala (one of the best preserved Spanish Colonial cities) where the body of Guatemala and Central
America’s first saint (Hermano Pedro de San Jose Betancur) is laid to rest. Juanma’s Confirmation and this
Spanish Missionary’s witness of preaching the “Good News” is a reminder to all of us that “In life and death we
belong to the Lord”. Upon my return to SEAS, I quickly experienced this reality — after going three weeks with-
out a funeral, suddenly, we had five in one week (9/17 — 9/23) — ranging from the sudden death of a young 30
year-old wife, mother and police officer, to a 94 year-old great-grandmother.

As sad as it is to lose a loved one, as Christians (even amidst tragedy) we are always people of hope.
We believe that if one has truly lived a life of faith in the context of family, we can confidently entrust the de-
ceased to God’s mercy, while still praying for the repose of their soul, as well as for the “Poor Souls” in Purga-
tory. The best way to do this — for a baptized Catholic — is to celebrate together as a faith community a Mass
of Christian Burial for the deceased. Since the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass — wherein Jesus freely and lovingly
offered Himself for our redemption - is, and will ever be, the greatest act of love ever known, we can do the
deceased no better honor.

“Although cremation is now permitted by the Church, it does not
enjoy the same value as burial of the body. The Church clearly prefers and
urges (if possible) that the body of the deceased be present for the funeral rites,
since the presence of the human body better expresses the values, which the
Church affirms in those rites. The cremated remains should be buried in a
grave or entombed in a mausoleum or columbarium (vault with recesses for
urns). The practice of scattering cremated remains on the sea, from the air, or |
on the ground, or keeping cremated remains in the home of a relative or friend |-
of the deceased are not the reverent disposition that the Church re-
quires.” (Order of Christian Funerals: Pages 391-392)

During my time in the seminary I was assigned to a teaching parish: St. Pius X in White Bear Lake.
While there, I noticed that the good people of St. Pius X had a beautiful custom of kneeling down at the end
of Mass to individually offer prayer/s for the deceased or the next person who would die from their parish
community. Here at SEAS, Fr. Jim and I want to express our sincere gratitude for all those who serve in some
capacity (whether in the forefront or behind the scenes) to help bury the dead — One of the Church’s Corporal
Works of Mercy. Let us continue to make an extra effort to remember the deceased members of our parish
community and the families they leave behind, as well as the “Poor Souls” in Purgatory. In doing so, we re-
mind ourselves of the sacredness of all human life from conception till natural death, and the supreme truth
that: “In life and death we belong to the Lord”.

SACRAMENTAL PREPARATION - FIRST RECONCILIATION 2009 .

- The Sacrament of Reconciliation:

® [tis called the Sacrament of Penance since it calls the sinner personally to repentance.

® tis called the Sacrament of Confession since in confessing our sins we acknowledge the need for God and we praise his loving
mercy.

® [tis called the Sacrament of Forgiveness since absolution grants us pardon and peace.

® [tis called the Sacrament of conversion because it has the capacity to change our hearts.

® And itis called the Sacrament of Reconciliation because it imparts to each of us the love of God who heals and reconciles us to
God himself, to the Church, and to our loved ones.

Regardless of the name, the purpose is the same, to receive the grace of God’s mercy by the acknowledgement of our sinfulness, and

the desire to reconcile ourselves to God and the Church through prayer and action. Learning about this sacrament is on-going. Chil-

dren have the rights to a fuller Catechesis each year. (Adapted from the National Directory of Catechesis, p.135-136)

A CATECHETICAL MINUTE BY JEANNE HILL, O.P.

Our lesson for this week was, Life in Christ: Our Vocation to Freedom, Virtue, and Beatitude (CCC1691-1761). We have been created by
God with the powers of knowing and loving, of reason and will. We are free to choose how to use these powers. If we use them in
accord with the Truth, we find happiness. Eternal happiness, Beatitude, is achieved by following the teachings of Jesus Christ (Imitatio
Christi). We are only human, which means that we have a vocation to be human as Jesus was human, to love God as God loves
(Gaudium et Spes # 22). We were created in the image of God (Imago Dei). After the fall of Adam, we have the tendency to sin. How-
ever, our final goal is to return to the Father. We must do all that we do unselfishly. We are responsible for what we become and

become what we do. The freest man who ever lived was Jesus, who did the will of his father. Mary, was the freest Imitator who said,
“Be it done to me according to thy Word”. We will become freer with every good that we do that is God’s will and not our own will.
Next week’s lesson is Passionate and Prudent (CCC 1762-1845). This concentrates on one of the virtues each day. There are cardinal
virtues: prudence, justice, fortitude, and temperance as well as theological virtues: faith, hope and charity.
