CHAPEL VOTIVE CANDLES 
Have you visited our adoration chapel lately? If you have, you may have no-
ticed the beautiful new votive candles, and if you haven’t, make sure to stop 
by the chapel to see them! Here are a few notes about the candles: 
• Matches should never be used to light the candles. Instead, please use a 

wooden punk from one of the cups of sand and light it from one of the 
already burning candles. Use the wooden punk to light your candle, then 
extinguish the punk  in the cup of sand. The wooden punks can be used 
over and over many times. 

• The plastic cups in which the candles are placed are made from a fire re-
tardant material. If the plastic starts to burn, it will extinguish itself 
shortly. The main cause of it burning is when matches or other debris is 
placed into the candle cups.  

• Feel free to turn the fans on or off depending on your comfort level. Also, 
the door into the hallway or the doors to the confessionals (where heating/
cooling system vents are located) can  be opened. However, we ask that 
you please do not open the doors to the sanctuary.
