"Am | My Brother's Keeper?"

Dear Sisters and Brothers,

When God asked Cain, “Where is your brother?”, Cain answered, “Am | my brother’s keeper?” The teaching of
the Scripture is that indeed | am responsible for my brothers and sisters. To belong to the Church is to belong
to a community of brothers and sisters in Christ. This means that being a Christian is not a private affair.

It is easy to think that being a Catholic means being concerned with the relationship between God and me, that my duty is to
“save my soul”. In fact, the only way to “save my soul” is by becoming a truly loving and caring person as part of a loving and
caring community of people united in Christ.

God speaks to us through the prophet Ezekiel 33:7-9, that we are responsible to correct a brother or sister who commits wrong
against another. Jesus, in his teachings reaffirms that great responsibility to correct one who commits wrong (Matthew 18:15-
20). Correcting others is always difficult, especially so because most of us are aware of our own weaknesses.

What does Jesus mean when he tells us to point out the fault of another? First of all, it is good for us to realize what correction
is not. We should not act as a morality law enforcement officer, on the contrary, as a brother or sister who has a concern for
another. Correction is entirely different from criticism. Our intention may be good, but most often the purpose may not be
achieved by criticism. Criticism may produce opposite results. It may hurt the other.

We are not to gossip or damage people’s reputations, nor are we to simply allow them to remain in serious sin. As disciples of
Jesus we are to bring people to the truth, but in a charitable and Christ- like manner.

What does Jesus want when he tells us to correct one who commits wrong? He wants reconciliation. Reconciliation is the pur-
pose of correction: Reconciliation with God, with brothers and sisters and oneself. The whole thrust of the passage is that we
should all work towards reconciliation rather than punishment.

Jesus sat down and ate with sinners, not because he liked them more than good people, but
because he hoped to lead them back. When he forgave the woman taken in adultery, he told
her to “sin no more”. The Prodigal Son was received with open arms when he came back to his
father with a repentant heart.

St. Paul writes to Romans 13:8-10, ‘Love is the one thing that can not hurt your neighbor; that
is why it is the answer to every one of the commandments.” That loving concern takes the
form of correcting someone who is doing evil.

Suppose a mother caught her five-year-old child with a stolen candy bar just after they re-
turned from the supermarket. One of the reactions of the mother would be to do nothing or to v
pretend the problem is not there. An alternative reaction may be to rebuke and even to hate =" 9
the child. Both reactions would not be Christian. A loving Christian response would be that the mother warns the child about
the evil of stealing and have the child return the candy to the supermarket manager and apologize.

So the Lords says, ‘If you don’t warn the wicked to renounce his ways, then he shall die for his sins, but | will hold you respon-
sible for his death.” (Ezekiel 33:8). This is a very strong warning to those who neglect their Christian responsibility to help an-
other to move away from wrong ways. ‘However, you do warn your brother to turn away from his ways and repent, and he
refuses to repent, then he shall die for his sin, but you shall save yourself.' (Ezekiel 33:9).

I have a responsibility to save my brother in sin, but | am not ultimately responsible for his salvation. The last choice will al-
ways be with him. There is no need, after one has done one's best, to feel guilt over the evil behavior of another. As Edmund
Burke (1729-1797), a famous British politician, writer and orator said, “All that is needed for evil to prosper is that good people,
the responsible people, to remain silent or do nothing.”
