Seeds of the Call 
“Don’t you want to be a priest?” That was a ques-
tion put to me by a missionary priest who visited our 
home. I was only eleven years old and in the fifth 
grade. I just smiled in response, not knowing what 
to say.  But that question lingered on in my mind for 
years refusing to go away. Eventually that call mate-
rialized after fifteen years.  Much later, working in 
the seminary as a Spiritual Director, I heard many 
such vocation stories similar to mine. The seeds of 
the call are often planted that way, by individual hu-
man beings. 
          Simon, Andrew, James and John, the first dis-
ciples of Jesus heard their call straight from Jesus on 
their work site at the lake. “Come after me, and I 
will make you fishers of men” (Mk 1:17).  Eventu-
ally they followed him as disciples. Today, how-
ever, Jesus’ call reaches men and women through 
other fellow human beings, ordinary and common as 
they are. That call will eventually be fulfilled.  Have 
we ever made a suggestion or asked a question, 
planting the seeds of his call? Jesus has no voice 
here but ours.  
          On the other hand, a casual friend may have 
suggested a ministry to us. Is that thought still lin-
gering on in our heads, pestering us? Maybe it’s 
time to act on it.

Saints of the Week 
Jan 26 Timothy and Titus, bishops; Timothy, from 
Lystra in Asia Minor, and Titus, of Greek origin 
(Antioch on the Orontes?), †1st c.; companions of 
Paul and overseers of the churches of Ephesus and 
Crete, respectively; recipients of the so-called 
pastoral epistles. 
Jan 27 Angela Merici, virgin; † 1540 at Brescia; 
orphaned at ten; foundress of the Ursulines, the 
first teaching order especially for poor young 
girls; sought re-evangelization of families through 
the education of future wives and mothers.  
Jan. 28 Thomas Aquinas, priest and doctor of the 
church; † 1274; O.P.; the “Angelic Doctor” who 
wrote the Summa Theologiae and authored Adoro 
te devote, O salutaris, Tantum ergo and Pange 
lingua; patron of Catholic schools, colleges and 
universities; of philosophers, theologians, and 
booksellers. 
Jan. 31 John Bosco, priest, † 1888 at Turin; 
founded (1859) the Salesians, today numbering 
over 17,500 religious; dedicated to educating 
youth; with St. Mary Mazzarello (14 May), 
founded the Salesian Sisters; a pioneer in 
vocationl training; first saint in history to submit 
to a press interview; forty thousand people filed 
past his body at his death; first canonized saint in 
whose honor a national holiday was declared in 
Italy; patron of editors.
