Our Final Victory 
 

 I remember the funeral of my Dad seven 
years ago. The Syro-Malabar Rite service at our 
home concluded with the crowning of the dead 
person and an accompanying prayer, recalling 
“the crown of righteousness” (2Tim 4:8).  The 
crown of roses placed on his head symbolized his 
final reward in heaven. It suddenly dawned on 
me that he was gone for his most deserved eternal 
reward. The grief of death was swallowed up in 
the joy of his victory. “For he must reign until he 
has put all his enemies under his feet. The last 
enemy to be destroyed is death” (1Cor 15:26). 
 The kingship of Jesus would make sense 
to us in the light of our own final victory and glo-
rification.  Jesus was not crowned or acclaimed 
king while he lived, rather he walked away as 
they attempted to make him king (Jn 6:15). But 
he is king in the sense that he is victorious over 
death and evil. Christ continues to reign as king 
in as much as we Christians shall all be kings and 
queens with him and through him, a king for us 
and with us. We rejoice and celebrate our king-
ship with Jesus Christ, achieved through his suf-
fering and death.  “If we died with him, we shall 
also reign with him” (2Tim 2:11).

Important Facts About this Sunday’s CCHD 
Collection and ACORN Rumors 

Most Reverend Archbishop John C. Nienstedt 
 Some parishes and parish administrators have 
alerted us to an organized campaign by misinformed 
individuals intent on discouraging contributions to this 
weekend’s Catholic Campaign for Human Develop-
ment Collection (CCHD).  The individuals are con-
tending that CCHD still has ties to ACORN, the or-
ganization that has been identified with, among other 
things, voter registration fraud. 
 Until last June, 2008, CCHD had contributed 
to the good works of ACORN such as preventing 
home foreclosures, creating job opportunities, raising 
wages, and addressing crime and improving educa-
tion.  Because of some financial improprieties dis-
cussed in June, all financial support ceased.  There-
fore, there was no CCHD monies involved in any of 
the alleged voter fraud.  It would be most unfortunate 
to “punish” CCHD which provides so much help 
to the poor.

Saints of the Week 
Nov 24  Andrew Dung-Lac, priest, 
martyr, and his companions, martyrs.  During 
the 17th-19th centuries in Vietnam, some 
130,000 Christians suffered cruel martyrdom, 
many by decapitation or strangulation; today 
117, most of them killed during the reigns of 
Emperors Minh-Mang (1820-1840) and Tu-Duc 
(1847-1883), are remembered; they include 
eleven Spanish Dominicans, ten members of the 
Society of Foreign Missions of Paris, and 
ninety-six Vietnamese (thirty-seven priests, 
including Andrew Dung-Lac, † 1839, and fifty-
nine laypersons, including one seminarian and 
ten Dominican Tertiaries; all canonized 19 June 
1988 by Pope Paul II.   
Nov 25  Catherine of Alexandria, virgin, 
martyr;   Catherine was a learned woman of the 
early fourth century who, according to legend, 
following her conversion at the age of eighteen, 
preached the Gospel throughout Alexandria in 
Egypt.  While imprisoned by the emperor 
Maximus, she converetd both the empress and 
the leader of the armed forces, and for this she 
was martyred.  Legend has it that upon her 
death, after a wheel of torture (known as 
“Catherine’s wheel”) broke, her body was 
supposedly carried by angels to Mt. Sinai.  St. 
Joan of Arc was thought to have heard her 
voice.  Venerated in the East sine the 9th 
century, she is a patron saint of philosophers, 
preachers, and young unmarried women. This 
memorial has been newly included in the 
Universal Calendar of the revised Missale 
Romanum, editio typica tertia.
