Being Ordinary 
 Linda had just finished reading a biography of 
Saint Joan of Arc. She was looking for a saint to adopt 
and emulate in view of her upcoming confirmation. 
The extraordinary courage and heroism that Joan 
manifested became too much for Linda and she said “I 
don’t think I can be like her at all.” A bit disappointed 
she had to look for another saint.  “God does not re-
quire of us extraordinary things” said Cure of Ars.  He 
was an ordinary priest who performed the normal du-
ties of a village pastor.  Indeed some saints were un-
usually extraordinary, but most of them were common 
folks. “Our call is to do little things with great love” 
as Mother Teresa put it. 
 The readings this weekend provide us with 
two ordinary people who did little things with extraor-
dinary love.  The widow of Zerephath gave away her 
only source of sustenance, a piece of baked bread, to 
the prophet.  (1 Kings 17:10-16).  Simple it may look, 
yet it was a heroic act. The widow in the temple put in 
two copper coins in the treasury, “her whole living” 
according to Jesus (Mk 12:38-44); again another sim-
ple  act of tremendous generosity. Jesus did not come 
looking for extraordinary people, but common folks 
like you and me. He is still looking for them.

Saints of the Week 
November 10 Leo the Great, pope, doctor of the 
church, † 461; eminent pastor and preacher; 
defender of the Roman primacy; combatted 
Pelagianism and Manichaeism; his Tome on Christ’s 
two natures was adopeted by the Council of 
Chalcedon (451); many of his prayers are found in 
the Sacramentary; saved Rome from marauding 
Huns and Vandals.  
November 11 Martin of Tours, bishop, † 397; from 
Pannonia (in Hungary); soldier turned Christian at 
18; disciple of St. Hilary; at Ligugé, founded the 
first monastery in the West; bishop of Tours; first 
non-martyr with annual feast in the Western Church; 
patron of soldiers, of wine producers, and of France. 
November 12 Josaphat, bishop, martyr, † 1623; 
born in Poland, raised Ukranian Orthodox, 
becoming a Basilian monk of the Ruthenian Rite at 
Vilna; bishop of Polotsk; his fidelity to the Roman 
See and his desire to union between the Ukranian 
Church and Rome led to his murder at Vitebsk; first 
formally canonized saint of the Eastern Rite (1867). 
November 13 Frances Xavier Cabrini (USA), † in 
Chicago, 22 Dec. 1917; from Lombardy; youngest 
of thirteen children; founded the Missionary Sisters 
of the Sacred Heart; for twenty-eight years labored 
in U.S. and South America, establishing some sixty-
seven institutions (schools, hopsitals and 
orphanages); first U.S. citizen canonized (1946); 
patroness of immigrants and migrants.

What is the Difference Between 
Veterans Day and Memorial Day 

Department of Veterans Affairs 
 Many people confuse Memorial Day and 
Veterans Day.  Both holidays were established to 
recognize and honor the men and women who 
have worn the uniform of the United States 
Armed Forces.  But Memorial Day, which is ob-
served on the last Monday in May, was origi-
nally set aside as a day for remembering and 
honoring military personnel who died in the ser-
vice of their country, particularly those who died 
in battle or as a result of wounds sustained in 
battle. 
 While those who died are also remem-
bered on Veterans Day, which is observed on 
November 11, Veterans Day is intended to thank 
and honor all those who served honorably in the 
military - in wartime or peacetime.  In fact, Vet-
erans Day is largely intended to thank living  
Veterans for their service, to acknowledge that 
their contributions to our national security are 
appreciated, and to underscore the fact that all 
those served - not only those who died - have 
sacrificed and done their duty. 

“A Soldier Known But to God” 
Tomb of the Unknown Soldier

 In 1921, an American soldier—his name 
“known but to God”-was buried on a Virginia hillside 
overlooking the Potomac River and the city of Wash-
ington, DC.  The burial site of this unknown World 
War I soldier in Arlington National Cemetery sym-
bolized dignity and reverence for America’s veterans. 
 Similar ceremonies occurred earlier in Eng-
land and France, where an “unknown soldier” of the 
Great War was buried in each nation’s highest place 
of honor (in England, Westminster Abbey; in France, 
the Arc de Triomphe). 
 These memorial gestures all took place on 
November 11, giving universal recognition to the 
celebrated ending of World War I hostilities at 11 
a.m., November 11, 1918 (the 11th hour of the 11th 
day of the 11th month).  The day became known as 
“Armistice Day.” 
 Armistice Day officially received its name in 
America in 1926 through a Congressional resolution.  
It became a national holiday 12 years later by similar 
Congressional action.  If World War I had indeed 
been “the war to end all wars,” November 11 might 
still be called Armistice Day.  But in 1939, World 
War II broke out in Europe and shattered that dream.  
Of the 16 million 
Americans who 
served in the 
Armed Forces 
during World 
War II, more 
than 400,000 
died.
