Prayer Corner 
O King of all nations, Jesus Christ, 
only joy of every heart, come and save 
your people. 

     My SAT program is coming to an end and 
I’m planning to leave for Rush City soon. “Are 
you ready to take off?” one of the members here 
asked me. How do I know if I’m ready? There are 
many things to do before I hit the road. I have 
thought about them seriously and have made a 
priority list in my mind. I have set apart a time 
for each of them, the more important things being 
first. That was my way of getting ready.  It re-
quired some reflection and some planning on my 
part. 
 “Prepare the way of the Lord” (Mk 1:3) is 
the message of the Gospel during most of Ad-
vent, especially the second Sunday.  John the 
Baptist reflected about the coming of the Lord 
and laid out a ‘road map’ for the people to pre-
pare. Those who came to him in the Judean coun-
tryside to be baptized in the waters of Jordan also 
thought about it and made a plan of preparation. 
Without a thoughtful plan, no preparation would 
be realistic.   We cannot simply slide into Christ-
mas or to the day of the Lord. No one wants the 
Lord to dawn on us unawares. Church calls for a 
deliberate Christmas with an intentional prepara-
tion. It’s time to begin. But do we care enough to 
prepare?

Saints of the Week 
Dec 8 The Immaculate Conception of the 
Blessed Virgin Mary;  originating in the 7th c. 
feast of the “Conception of Mary by St. Ann,” 
Pope Clement XI, in his Bull, Commissi Nobis, 
established this solemnity for the entire Church 
in 1708 ; patroness of the United States of 
America, Spain, Tanzania, and the Democratic 
Replubic of the Congo.  
Dec 9 Juan Diego, hermit (USA);  In 1531 Our 
Lady appeared four times to a native convert, 
Juan Diego Cuatitlatoatzin (meaning “the 
talking eagle”), at Tepeyac, near Mexico City.  
A member of the Chichimeca people, he was 
perhaps a  leader of his own people and may 
have been involved in the area’s textile industry.  
Known for his holiness, he devoted himself, 
tradition says, to the pilgrims who came to see 
the miraculous image of Mary imprinted on his 
cloak.  Pope John Paul II canonized him 31 July 
2002.   
Dec 11  Damasus, I, pope; † 384; preserved pa-
pal archives; devoted to the relics and resting 
places of the martyrs; combatted the anti-pope 
Ursinus, as well as Arian and Donatist heresies; 
first pope to speak of Rome as “the Apostolic 
See”; encouraged Jerome to produce the Latin 
Bible, later to form the main part of the Vulgate. 
Dec 12  Our Lady of Guadalupe (USA); 
Today’s feast recalls the apparitions of Mary at 
the hill of Tepeyac from 9-12 December 1531 
tot eh native convert, Juan Diego (9 Dec.); 
known to the Aztecs as Tecoatlaxope (or de 
Guadalupe in Spanish), meaning “she will crush 
the serpent of stone”; declared Patroness of the 
Americas by Pope Pius XII and raised to the 
rank of a feast for all the countries of the 
Americas by the Congregaton for Divine 
Worship and the discipline of the Sacraments, 
25 March 1999. 
Dec 13  Lucy, virgin, martyr; † probably in 
Sicily c. 304 under Diocletian; because of her 
name, she is the patroness of those afflicted with 
diseases of the eye and associated with festivals 
of light, especially in Scandinavia; mentioned in 
the Roman Canon; partroness of syracuse and 
all Sicily.
