Authority Lost  
 “I’m afraid I lost all authority over her” said 
her mom. Her teenage daughter was behaving wild, 
going after drugs and sex, and the mother was dis-
traught. She didn’t know what to do at that point. 
Listening to the mom a little longer I realized how 
she herself had rejected all authority in her life, au-
thority of God, laws of the government, and even the 
occasional advice from her dad. It was very clear to 
the teenager that her mom “didn’t care” for the Ten 
Commandments, the directives of the Church, the 
State laws, etc. On the one hand, she frequently vio-
lated these publicly and, on the other hand, she in-
sisted that the little girl abide by all her directives. 
The girl had grown and she was asserting herself just 
like her mother. Now, where can this mom get some 
authority?  
 Jesus taught and ministered with authority. 
“All were amazed and asked one another ‘What is 
this? A new teaching with authority’” (Mk 1:27). 
Where did he get his authority from? It came through 
his intimate relationship with the Father. In every-
thing Jesus discerned and obeyed the will of God, the 
source of all authority. Authority comes forth from 
obedience, not from threats or force.  The defiant of-
ten has a price to pay, the loss of authority.

Saints of the Week 
Feb. 3 Blaise, bishop, martyr, Blaise, believed 
martyred in the persecution of Licinius, early 4th 
c.; bishop of Sebaste in Armenia; associated with 
the healing of throats; venerated as well by the 
Eastern Church. 
 Ansgar, bishop † 865 at Bremen; O.S.B. 
missionary to Denmark and Sweden; bishop of 
Hamburg; great preacher and administrator; 
known as the “Apostle of the North”; patron of 
Denmark, Germany, and Iceland. 
Feb. 5  Agatha, virgin, martyr; † probably under 
Decius (c. 251) in Sicily; patroness of Palermo 
and Catania; invoked for protection against 
volcanic eruptions and fires; mentioned in the 
Roman Canon.  
Feb. 6 Paul Miki, martyr, and his companions, 
martyrs, Paul Miki, Jesuit scholastic, and his 25 
companions, including 2 other Jesuits, 6 
Franciscans, 15 tertiaries and 2 laymen, were 
crucifed by order of the ruler Hideyoshi 5 Feb. 
1597 at Nagasaki; among them, the Mexican, 
Felipe de Jesús, the first martyr from the Americas 
to be beatified; protomartyrs of the Far East 
(canonized in 1862 by Pope Pius IX).
