On the Fringes of the Society 
 “I was a prostitute for many years in the sub-
urbs of Las Vegas” she said. Now reformed, she is 
trying to help those in similar predicaments in San 
Francisco. I met her in the infamous Tenderloin area 
of that city. She preferred to live there since her kind 
had some acceptance there. Elsewhere it was very 
hard for her to find a job and almost impossible to 
get housing. Everywhere we meet such people on the 
fringes of the society, ex-convicts, reformed addicts, 
sex offenders, child molesters, prostitutes and the list 
goes on. In our anxiety to protect the society from 
these so called “predators,” we tend to restrict their 
freedoms considerably. It seems that once branded as 
‘perverts’ and ‘predators’ there is no redemption for 
them.  
 Safety of the society was the utmost concern 
of the law giver in the Book of Leviticus (13:44-46), 
whose regulations against the leprosy patients were 
cruel and inhuman. Those regulations were in effect 
at the time of Jesus. However, Jesus reached out to 
these individuals (Mk 1:40-45) even by breaking 
some of the prescriptions of the law.   
 The social outcasts of today are screaming for 
our kindness and compassion. Of course, we can re-
frain from doing anything, and the law will be always 
on our side.
