“Sure, I know you; but you’ve changed a lot, 

man. What happened?” he said shaking my hands.  I 
was meeting this friend after many years. He looked 
at me as though I had to explain the changes. My 
face had become chubby, hair had gone gray and 
some of my mannerisms had altered. As I looked at 
Tom, I could see the ravages of time in him too. He 
had more fat in his tummy area, his mustache looked 
thicker and the forehead had spread to cover his en-
tire head. As we hugged and laughed remembering 
bygone years we felt ecstatic as a couple of resur-
rected buddies. Every time I reach home for vacation 
after an absence of two or more years, such scenes 
recur. Such death and resurrection are our daily ex-
periences of life. When we become absent to a per-
son, an object or a situation, we actually die. Every 
parting and every goodbye is a death, causing grief 
and pain. It sometimes becomes necessary. However, 
are we willing to die - to let go or to walk away?  

Of course, death is hard to accept. But there’s 
no easy way to the joy of resurrection without it. “If 
we died with Christ, we believe that we shall also 
live with him,” said St. Paul (Rom 6:8). Alleluia!
