                       You Turn        
Tom used to be an altar server; but eventually 

he left church altogether. After graduation he became 
a victim of drugs. A short imprisonment and a couple 
of de-addiction programs, in fact, brought a lot of 
frustration to Tom.  It didn’t feel right to go to church 
any longer. “I began to hate all that Jesus stuff. It’d 
reached a point of no return. I was afraid and 
ashamed of myself.” He said with tears in his eyes: 
they were tears of joy. He was essentially making a 
U-turn. Tom was speaking at the common session of 
a TEC retreat. To Encounter Christ (TEC), a power-
ful three-day retreat event had brought him back to 
faith along with others. 

In cutting off our relationship with Jesus, we 
never reach a point of no return. Thomas the Apostle 
of Jesus, like Tom, had been frustrated by the Pass-
over events in Jerusalem. He was straining to put be-
hind him all that Jesus stuff and get along with his 
life. However, he had the common sense, just like 
Tom again, to get back to the community. There, Je-
sus brought him back to faith and his profession of it 
was indeed profound, “My Lord and my God” (Jn 
20:28).  It is Jesus who helps us with that U-turn. 
Maybe it’s now our turn.

Saints of the Week 
Apr. 21 Anselm, † 1109; abbot of Bec in 
Normandy; later (1093) archbishop of Canterbury; 
twice exiled for defending the rights of the 
Church; theologian and philosopher; fides 
quaerens intellectum; authored Proslogion, Cur 
Deus Homo, and The Procession of the Holy 
Spirit; known as the “Father of Scholasticism.”  
Apr. 23 George, martyr.  Tradition holds that 
George was decapitated perhaps in Palestine 
sometime before the reign of Constantine († 337); 
12th c. legend portrays him as a knight and dragon 
slayer; since the crusades, the patron of England 
and Constantinople.   
Apr. 24 Fidelis of Sigmaringen, priest, martyr, † 
1622 in Switzerland; from Swabia; known as the 
“lawyer of the poor,” before becoming a 
Capuchin; preached in the canton of the Grisons; 
protomartyr of Propaganda Fide. 
Apr. 25 (John) Mark, Evangelist, † 1st c.; cousin 
of Barnabas; associated with Paul and Peter; the 
gospel ascribed to him (cf. Acts 12:12) is the 
oldest (written probably prior to the fall of 
Jerusalem in 70 AD) and shortest; largely a 
collection of narratives that depict Jesus as being 
almost constantly active; presents Jesus as the Son 
of God whose ministry was marked by a series of 
mighty works, signs of God’s power and kingdom; 
tradition holds Mark the first bishop of  
Alexandria; portrayed as a winged lion (cf. 
Ezekiel 1); patron of notaries, of Egypt & Venice.
