The Ghost Land of Chaos 
 The street was packed with people and the 
vehicles were crisscrossing in all directions, almost 
as though there were no traffic regulations. Suddenly 
it dawned on me, it was India and there were more 
people to deal with here. It all looked like a dream. A 
huge picture of risen Jesus stood on a high billboard, 
as though he was watching the messiness of life here. 
It looked that the chaos had some divinely oriented 
design under his protective watch. Jesus blessed  
everyone with his raised right hand in peace, as they 
went with their busy daily lives. 
 After his death there was the worst confusion 
ever among Jesus’ disciples. The women reported 
seeing visions of angels: some others returning home 
apparently recognized him at the breaking of the 
bread.

Then, suddenly Jesus is with them and he 
grants them peace, affirms that he is really alive 
while instructing them to make sense of the Jesus 
event (Lk 24: 35-48). Jesus alone could have done 
that; he alone could commission them as true wit-
nesses. He alone can give us peace and vision in the 
midst of the worst chaos, even among harassing 
ghosts.

Saints of the Week 
Apr. 28 Peter Chanel, priest, martyr, † 1841; 
French Marist missionary on the Pacific islands of 
Wallis and Futuna where he was martyred; 
destroyed cult of evil spirits; protomartyr and 
patron of Oceania.  Louis Mary de Montfort, 
priest, † 1716; from Brittany; studied at Saint 
Sulpice; hospital chaplain and founder of the 
Congregation of the Daughters of Wisdom; 
apostolic missionary whose preaching led to a 
spiritual revival in his native Brittany; established 
numerous confraternities for the recitation of the 
rosary; founded (1705) the Missionaries of the 
Company of Mary, today numbering over 1,000 
religious; chief work:  True Devotion to the 
Blessed Virgin. 
Apr. 29 Catherine of Siena, virgin, doctor of the 
Church † 1380; O.P. tertiary, mystic, and author 
(The Dialogue); peacemaker within the Church 
and renewer of religious life; worked toward 
ending the Avignon papacy under Gregory XI 
(1377); declared doctor of the Church in 1970; 
partoness of Italy and, together with Bridget of 
Sweden (23 July) and Teresa Benedicta of the 
Cross [Edith Stein] (9 August), co-patroness of 
Europe. 
Apr. 30 Pius V, pope V,  † 1 May 1572; O.P. who 
implemented the reforms of the council of Trent; 
promulgated the Roman Catechism, the Roman 
Missal, and the Roman Breviary used until
