                  No More Hiding 
The child refused to come to me since he had 

been rollerblading on the church ramp. The sign on 
the ramp said “No Rollerblading.” I called him near, 
but he ran away. People run and hide when they have 
broken the law or when they’re ashamed of them-
selves. They refuse to come to the open. Osama bin 
laden is on the run and the FBI has promised a 25 
million dollar reward for anyone giving information 
about him. 

We hear Jesus hide away from the crowds, 
not because he had committed a crime, but he wanted 
to avoid the mob’s senseless behaviors (Jn 8:59). 
However, there was a price on his head and he was 
accused of being a lawbreaker. They were looking 
for him. Then, here he comes out in the open, in the 
midst of a huge Passover crowd crying out 
“Hosanna” to him (Mk 11:1-10). Of course, he was 
inviting trouble.

It’s often times risky to come out into the 
open and declare to the world what we believe and 
profess. We can hide it and play safe; or be coura-
geous to stand up and be counted. Ridicule and cruci-
fixion will follow.
