The word “pastor’ is a modern equivaliemt
‘shepherd.’ Jesus referred to himself as “the good
shepherd” (Jn 10:11). The hallmark of a good shep-
herd is his total commitment, even to the extent of
laying down his life for the sheep (Jn 10:12). Aehli
hand need not have that kind of loyalty and dedicp-
tion for the cause of the sheep.

The Christian call is to be a shepherd or a pas-
tor to those entrusted to our care. “Feed my sheep”
Jesus’ commandment (Jn 21:15-17), and it is thrige
repeated in the Gospel. And for a Christian pastof
there is no better shepherding technique other than
wholehearted commitment.
