Cathedral of Saint Paul Designated
National Shrine

The Cathedral of St. Paul was desig-
nated as the first national shrir -
in honor of the Apostle Paul b
the Office of the Holy See and
the United States Conference
Catholic Bishops on March 25,

2009 following a request by Archbishop John
C. Nienstedt of Saint Paul and Minneapolis.
According to canon (church) law, “The term
shrine signifies a church or other sacred place
to which the faithful make pilgrimages for a
particular pious reason with the approval of
the local ordinary (bishop).”

The distinguishing mark of a shrine is
that it is a place to which the faithful make
pilgrimages. Tens of thousands of people
make a pilgrimage to the Cathedral of Saint
Paul every year. Bus loads of children come
to learn about the role of the Mother Church
of the Archdiocese.

Bishop-elect Piché’s
Ordination

You are invited to the Mass
and reception to follow of
Bishop-elect Piché’s Ordina-
tion on Monday, June 29 at
the Cathedral of St. Paul at
2:00 p.m. with the reception
at the Crowne Plaza, St. Paul-
Riverfront at 4:00 p.m. As ordinary of the
Archdiocese of St. Paul and Minneapolis, Arch-
bishop John Nienstedt will be the principal cele-
brant at the ordination Mass. Archbishop Harry
Flynn from the Archdiocese of St. Paul and
Minneapolis and Bishop John LeVoir of New
Ulm will concelebrate the Mass and co-
consecrate Bishop-elect Lee Piché. The ordina-
tion rite requires three bishops to consecrate a
new bishop as a sign of the communal nature of
the episcopacy to which Bishop-elect Piché will
be ordained. During his ordination, Bishop-
elect Lee Piché will receive three objects that
symbolize his role as bishop: the ring, the miter
and the crosier. A fourth symbol, received
separately, is the pectoral cross. Complete de-
tails on “The Making of a Bishop” can be found
posted on the bulletin board.

Celebrating a Year for Priests

Pope Benedict XVI declared a year of the priest

in an effort to encourage “spiritual perfection”

in priests. During this jubilee year, the Pope

will also proclaim St. John Vianney to be Pa-

tron Saint of all the World’s Priests. At the pre-

sent, he is considered the Patron Saint of Parish

Priests. St. John Vianney is widely known to

Catholics as the Cure (parish priest) of Ars who

won over the hearts of his villagers in France by

visiting with them, teaching them about God

and reconciling people to the Lord in the con-

fessional.
