A Task Assigned 
 “So, you are a Christian, and you believe in 
Jesus Christ?” “Yes, I do.” I said with pride. I had 
just introduced myself to a fellow passenger in the 
train.  He continued: “So what do you do about 
that?” This question was hard. Does the Christian 
believer have a specific task? I hadn’t thought about 
it that way; many of us don’t.  The last paragraph of 
the Gospel of Mathew tells us of an assigned task. 
“Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, 
baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the 
Son, and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe 
all that I have commanded you” (Mt 28:19-20). It’s a 
mandate of introducing others to Jesus Christ, clearly 
laid out in the scripture. Suddenly I realized that I 
was actually doing that task by talking about Jesus 
Christ to my fellow traveler.   
          Introducing people to Jesus and his teachings 
in view of their baptism is the primary responsibility 
of a Christian. It is accomplished in the name of the 
Holy Trinity; Father, Son and Holy Spirit. This task 
of teaching, baptizing and making disciples needs to 
continue on.  And Jesus is with us, supporting us 
with his presence every time we involve in this Trini-
tarian task (Mt 28:20).

June 9 Ephrem, deacon, doctor of the Church, † 
373; Syrian theologian and poet who authored 
biblical commentaries, homilies, and composed 
hymns; founded a theological school at Nisbis; 
lived in Edessa (in Mesopotamia).    
June 11 Barnabas, apostle, † 1st c.; preached the 
gospel in Antioch; campanion of Paul; attended 
the Council of Jerusalem; martyred on, and patron 
of, the island of his birth, Cyprus; name mentioned 
in the Roman Canon. 
June 13 Anthony of padua, priest, doctor of the 
Church,  † 1231 at age 36; from Lisbon; O.F.M. ; 
devoted student of scripture; first friar to teach 
theology to his fellow friars; gifted orator and 
preacher; known as the “Evangelical Doctor”; 
patron saint of lost articles, harvests, the poor and 
of Portugal.
