When Mother Teresa of Calcutta picked uf
dying old man from the street for the first timedan
brought him to her convent, there was uproar. He
sisters thought it an impossible task to care fdy-a
ing man; they had no adequate facilities or experi
enced personnel. Yet Mother Teresa insisted on
keeping him there. That was the beginning of the
great miracle of the Missionaries of Charity. Mira
cles happen only when we get involved and make an
attempt. When we shy away from a problem, the pos-
sibility of a miracle also fades away. Many miracle
are not attempted because of our extreme cautidn an
vigilance in the face of a crisis.

The miracle of the loaves in the Gospel (I
6:1-15) is another case in point. Jesus and B@3-di
ples were faced with a huge problem in Galilee, the
hunger of thousands of people before them. A cay-
tious and calculating Philip concluded it was impds
sible even to attempt feeding them. Andrew esti-
mated that their resources out of the generosithief
little boy were very inadequate. Both suggested-ina
tion. However, Jesus said “Have the people retli
or in effect “get involved.” Five thousand hungry
people were miraculously fed that day. When we
involved, miracles do happen, because we’re not
