Dear St. Louis Parish, 

The St. Louis School Steering Committee met twice in December and has laid the 

groundwork to proceed forward with the task of developing a long-range plan for St. Louis 

School. 

Our mission is to develop a viable long term future for St. Louis School, ensuring sufficient 

resources to continue the 133 years of Quality Catholic Education, while reducing the 

financial strain on the parish.  Also, to formulate a comprehensive multi-year plan to 

address the long term needs of the school including a sound financial plan and specific steps 

that will lead to adequate enrollment in a quality Catholic School setting. 

We have determined that the size of our challenge is approximately $40,000 for 2009 with 

an approximate 6% increase per year thereafter.  We are looking at (1)  how to cut expenses 

without sacrificing a quality education, (2) how to increase student enrollment to reduce the 

total amount of additional funds needed, and (3) how best to raise adequate funds for the 

school. 

We have created two sub-committees to help us work on this problem.  A 

Finance/Communications committee will focus on income/expense issues, fund raisers, and 

communicating to you on our progress.  A Marketing/Enrollment committee will focus on 

promoting our school throughout the area, searching for community and corporate 

sponsorships, and determining ways to increase enrollment. 

We need your help and ideas.  We need 3-4 more people to serve on the working sub-

committees.  These sub-committees are the heart of our efforts and will require dedication, 

initiative, and thinking outside the box.  If you would like to be a part of the 

Finance/Communication committee, contact Dennis Schwab or Rex Reimer.  For the 

Marketing/Enrollment committee, contact Cheryl Nagel or Julie Lause.  

We also need your ideas and inputs.  On Sunday January 18, after the 8:30 AM Mass, we 

will hold an Open Forum in the Church.  We ask all to come and share your ideas and 

thoughts.
