“Freedom of Choice Act” (FOCA) and to retain existing laws against government 
funding and promotion of abortion.

Our representative is Robert Latta (R) and our two 
senators are Sherrod Brown (D) and George Voinovich (R). Let your voice be 
heard!

Our new President and Congress face serious national challenges at this time, 
requiring all Americans to unite for the common good of all.  This is no time to 
divide our nation by attacking the weakest and most powerless among us, or 
ignoring the pro-life values of millions of Catholics and other Americans.   
 
A bill in Congress called the “Freedom of Choice Act,” or FOCA, represents the 
most serious legislative threat to unborn children ever.  FOCA would create a 
“Fundamental right” to abortion that government could not limit but would be 
required to fund and support, It would overturn a broad range of pro life policies 
currently allowed under the Supreme Court’s (roe v. wade abortion decision: laws 
protecting parental involvement in an underage daughter’s abortion decision, laws 
upholding conscience rights, limits on abortion funding, bans on partial-birth 
abortion, and son on. 
 
FOCA itself may become law, or the harmful policies it represents may become law 
one step at a time.  In either case, we must oppose FOCA and all that it stands for. 
 
Today parishioners have an opportunity to sign and send postcards to their U.S. 
Representative and two U.S. Senators.  The message on the cards urges our 
federal elected officials to oppose FOCA and to retain exiting laws against 
government funding and promotion of abortion. 
 
If each of us takes just a few moments to sign the postcards, together we can send 
an important message to our nation’s Capitol to uphold the sanctity of human life.  
Please complete the cards before leaving church today.  A small donation of $1.00 
will help pay for postage and program materials.

THOUGHTS ON THE ANNIVERSARY OF ROE v. WADE:  Last year this time, The 
Catholic Spirit, the newspaper of the Minnesota Archdiocese of St. Paul and 
Minneapolis, featured a front-page article entitled, “Women, men break silence 
about devastating consequences of abortion.”  Accompanying the article was a 
photograph of six women each holding a sign that said, “I Regret My Abortion,” and 
one man whose sign read, “I Regret Lost Fatherhood.”  One woman reported that 
after her first abortion her life spiraled downward into drug and alcohol abuse, 
starving her self, and an attempted suicide.  After a second abortion she said, “I 
was in complete darkness” until she admitted, “I need God” and felt in her heart that 
God loved her and would forgive her.  Another woman said, “The pain was 
excruciating as my baby was torn from my body.”  Afterwards she experienced 
deep shame and heartache.  The man in the group shared his reaction:  “My sinful 
decision to abort the lives of our four babies has played havoc on me.  Feelings of 
guilt, sadness, anger, frustration, self-hatred – those are the things that plagued my 
life.”  These people are members of Silent No More Minnesota, a nonprofit 
organization in Minneapolis that seeks to educate people about the physical, 
emotional, and spiritual effects of abortion and also provides post-abortion 
resources and referrals to programs that help people find healing after abortion.  
Their web site is www.silentnomoreawareness.org.  This day of prayer and 
penance on the thirty-sixth anniversary of the Roe v. Wade decision to legalize 
abortion is a challenge for all of us to be silent no more about the evil of abortion.
